G u i d e s to se l f -he lp a r e used . O n e m e a n s 
is t he s c a t t e r i n g t h r o u g h o u t t he b u i l d i n g of 
copies of t h e o u t l i n e of t he c lass i f ica t ion 
scheme a n d its s u b j e c t i ndex . A n o t h e r 
m e a n s of se l f -he lp is t he p o s t i n g on b u l l e t i n 
b o a r d s of floor p l a n s u p o n w h i c h have been 
inse r t ed t h e n u m b e r s of t he c lass i f ica t ion 
scheme. A l s o on bu l l e t i n b o a r d s have been 
p laced brief top ica l indexes to t he classi-
f ica t ions w i t h t h e i r s t ack loca t ion as w e l l 
as ou t l i ne s d e l i n e a t i n g t he c o n t e n t of each 
level of the b u i l d i n g . A s t u d e n t w i t h a 
specific s u b j e c t in m i n d is d i r ec t ed by these 
m e a n s to t h e po in t in t h e book co l lec t ion 
w h e r e t h a t s u b j e c t is r e p r e s e n t e d .

A f t e r al l th i s is the 
best pub l i c i t y .
