ACQUISITIONS, GIFTS, 

COLLECTIONS 

By the generosity of an a lumnus , the Rev-
e rend Bruce Swift of Buffalo, the Ober l in 
College Library is the possessor of a nearly 
complete collection of mater ia l by and abou t 
Edwin Ar l ing ton Rob inson . Beg inn ing some 
years ago wi th first edi t ions of the poems, 
Dr. Swift expanded his interest to include 
all edit ions; then, first p r in t ings of any writ-
ings wherever found , together with biblio-
graphical an d critical mater ia l abou t the poet . 
Only a few unp rocu rab l e i tems are lacking 
f r o m nearly 200 volumes now assembled. In-
cluded are rare first publ icat ions, The Tor-
rent and The Night Before and The Chil-
dren of the Night, as well as a n u m b e r of 
letters in Robinson ' s hand . Most recently 
acqui red is one of the few examples of 
juveni l ia which Rob inson was unab l e to de-
stroy or suppress—a sonnet to Isaac P i tman 
in the curious booklet Our Phonographic 
Poets which Charles B. H o g a n made the sub-
ject of a lively essay in The Colophon in 
1938. T h e original p r i n t i n g of this sonnet , 
in 1890 just a f te r Rob inson had finished high 
school, was his first appea rance in pr in t , save 
for one poem in his hometown newspaper . 

Chancel lor Frank l in D. M u r p h y has pre-
sented his E d n a St. Vincent Millay collection 
to the Universi ty of Kansas Library, t h rough 
the K U E n d o w m e n t Association. T h e collec-
t ion includes all of the m a j o r Millay works 
in m i n t condi t ion first edit ions, wi th a good 
represen ta t ion of the au tog raphed l imited 
edit ions, an d many of the individual i tems 
cons t i tu t ing "first appearances ." T h r o u g h 
Dr . Murphy ' s generosity, i tems are be ing 
added to the collection f rom t ime to t ime. 

Kansas State Teachers College, Pi t tsburg, 
draws a t t en t ion to two special collections. 
First is the Ha ldeman-Ju l ius Collection of 
mater ia l re la ted to the life a n d publ ica t ions 
of E m m a n u e l Ha ldeman-Ju l ius of Girard , 
Kansas (only 13 miles f rom Pit tsburg), and 
of his Li t t le Blue Book and Appeal to Rea-
son fame. T h e collection of his life and pub-
lications is be ing enlarged. Second is the 
Vance R a n d o l p h Collection of mater ia l by 

Vance R a n d o l p h , Ozark folklore au thor i ty 
and a lumnus of the college. 

A Shakespeare First Folio, the first col-
lected edi t ion of the plays of Wi l l i am Shakes-
peare, da ted L o n d o n , 1623, has been acquired 
as its two-mil l ionth book by the Genera l 
Library on the Berkeley campus, Universi ty 
of Cal i fornia . T h e rare Shakespeare edi t ion 
comes f rom the Estate of Wi l l i am H . Crock-
er. W i t h its collection of two mil l ion books, 
the U C Library is the sixth largest university 
l ibrary in the Un i t ed States. 

Addi t ion of the Folio as the two-mil l ionth 
book an d the o p e n i n g of the l ibrary's new 
R a r e Books D e p a r t m e n t were marked in spe-
cial ceremonies October 3. President Rober t 
G. Sproul, Chancel lor Clark Kerr, Professor 
James D. Ha r t , D e p a r t m e n t of English, an d 
Dona ld Coney, l ibrar ian , discussed various 
aspects of the place of rare books in the Uni-

The library of the University of California at 
Berkeley has accessioned a Shakespeare first folio 
as its two-millionth volume. Professor James D. 
Hart, Department of English, Kenneth J. Car-
penter, head of the library's rare book depart-
ment, and Donald Coney, university librarian, 
examine the treasure with obvious pride. 
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versity. Special exhibitions in honor of the 
occasion were arranged in 13 of the library's 
exhibit ion cases. 

T h e library accessioned its first volume in 
1871, three years af ter the found ing of the 
university. In 1938 the one-millionth volume 
was added. Since the war the Berkeley cam-
pus library has undergone extensive expan-
sion with the completion of a four-story 
annex in 1950. T h e library now encompasses 
21 branch libraries located on the Berkeley 
campus; the Bancrof t Library with materials 
relating to California, western America, and 
colonial Lat in America; and the East Asiatic 
Library of Chinese, Japanese and Korean 
material. 

Accompanying the Crocker presentat ion 
of the First Folio are eight other volumes in-
cluding the first English translation of Cer-
vantes' Don Quixote (1612-1620) by Thom-
as Shelton, which have been added to the 
library's Rare Book Room collection. 

T h e Columbia University Libraries repor t 
the following significant addit ions to their 
collections dur ing the academic year 1954-55: 

Clark papers. Professor J o h n M. Clark has 
presented the professional papers of his fa-
ther, the late Professor J o h n Bates Clark. 
These papers, in the field of economic the-
ory, comprise an outs tanding acquisition, for 
Professor Clark's system dominated economic 
thought dur ing the early decades of this cen-
tury. His most influential work was The Dis-
tribution of Wealth, published in 1899, 
wherein he sought to establish the laws that 
control the distr ibution of income in a static 
society. 

Fifty Books of the Year. T h e American 
Inst i tute of Graphic Arts cont inued its proj-
ect of placing at Columbia a complete collec-
tion of the annua l "Fifty Books" awards. Re-
cently the 1953 show completed its tour of 
the country, and accordingly it was added to 
the selections of the 30 previous years now 
on the shelves of Special Collections. Co-
lumbia now has the complete file, 1923 to 
1953. 

Chinese dynastic history. In recognition of 
Columbia's 200th anniversary, the Columbia 
Alumni Association in Ta iwan subscribed to 
the purchase of the Pai na pen Erh shih ssu 
shih, a repr in t of 24 dynastic histories of 
China, edited by Chang Yiian-chi and pub-

lished in a photol i thograph edition in Shang-
hai in 1937. T h e period covered dates f rom 
the earliest times through 1643. Each dynas-
tic history was usually compiled by a com-
mission working under the auspices of the 
succeeding dynasty. Contents include, in ad-
dit ion to imperial records, the state of nu-
merous disciplines of knowledge, biographies 
of personages deemed eminent in the eyes of 
the government, and commentaries on for-
eign nations. As might be expected, texts 
sometimes suffered later al teration for politi-
cal or personal expediency. T h e Pai na edi-
tion is the result of a painstaking and schol-
arly collation of extant texts (some date back 
to the Sung dynasty of 960-1279) considered 
to be authentic. T h e set was presented in a 
book cabinet u p o n the doors of which are 
inscribed the title of its contents and the 
occasion of the gift. 

Horch gift. Mr. Howard Linton, l ibrarian 
of the East Asiatic Library, reports that Mr. 
and Mrs. Louis L. Horch have presented a 
nearly complete edition of the two most 
monumenta l works in T ibe t an l i terature: the 
Kanjur in 102 volumes containing the Bud-
dhist scriptures; and the Tanjur in 224 vol-
umes containing commentaries on the scrip-
tures and, in addit ion, independent works 
on logic, grammar, history, medicine, and a 
variety of other subjects. 

T h e books, which were pr in ted f rom 
carved wood blocks, were acquired f rom a 
monastery in T ibe t and brought out of the 
country by caravan by Nicholas Roerich, 
leader of an expedit ion into Central Asia 
dur ing the years 1925-1928. An average "vol-
ume" consists of about 475 sheets, pr in ted on 
both sides, tied together between decorated 
wooden boards, and wrapped in cloth (red 
for the Kanjur, yellow for the first par t of 
the Tanjur). Each volume measures about 
71/2 by 30 by 5 to 6 inches. Someone once 
estimated that an average bundle of this 
kind weighs ten pounds and that it requires 
a dozen yaks to t ransport the Kanjur alone. 

Preliminary examinat ion of the works in-
dicates that they are of the Nar thang edition. 
Kenneth Ch'en of Harvard, in an article on 
" T h e T ibe t an T r ip i t aka" in the Harvard 
Journal of Asiatic Studies, June , 1946, states 
f rom a Japanese source that " the decree to 
pr in t the Nar thang edition was given by the 
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7th Dalai Lama in 1727. T h e actual cu t t ing 
of the blocks r equ i r ed the services of 800 
men , a n d the work consumed one year and 
six months . " T h e da te of the p r i n t i n g of the 
Roer ich copy has no t yet been de te rmined . A 
wooden case, especially constructed wi th am-
ple "slots" for ind iv idua l shelving of the vol-
umes, was inc luded in this i m p o r t a n t gif t . 

Santayana collection. T h r o u g h the gener-
osity of an anonymous donor , Co lumbia Uni-
versity recently acqui red a magnif icent col-
lection of the or iginal manuscr ipts , anno-
ta ted copies of books, a n d memorab i l i a of 
the late George Santayana. I n addi t ion , two 
g roups of Santayana letters have also come 
to Columbia recently. 

Eliot's Indian Bible. O n e of the most im-
p o r t a n t an d interest ing books in the anna ls 
of Amer ican p r i n t i n g was recently presented 
to the Co lumbia Librar ies by Mrs. Seth Low 
Pier repont , nee Natha l ie Elisabeth Chauncey. 
I t is the Bible in the language of the Massa-
chusetts Bay Indians , known as the "Eliot 
I n d i a n Bible" because it was p l a n n e d and 
carr ied to comple t ion by the Reve rend J o h n 
Eliot as a means of Chris t ianizing the New 
Eng land natives. T h e Algonkin Indians , of 
course, h ad no wr i t ten language of the i r own 
adequa te to express the nuances of the Bible 
text, so this is a phone t i c render ing , a trans-
l i tera t ion using our a lphabe t to fo rm Ind i an 
words. T h e New T e s t a m e n t was comple ted 
first, in 1661, a n d the Old T e s t a m e n t fol-
lowed in 1663. Mrs. P ier repont ' s copy, still 
in its or iginal b ind ing , is an exemplar of the 
first complete edi t ion. T h e book is one of 
the m o n u m e n t s of the early colonial press, 
hav ing been p r i n t ed in Cambr idge by Samuel 
Green a n d M a r m a d u k e J o h n s o n barely a 
qua r t e r of a century a f t e r the es tabl ishment 
of p r i n t i n g in wha t is now the U n i t e d States. 

Marco Polo. A m e m b e r of the Class of 1916 
has presented f u n d s for the purchase of the 
first p r i n t ed edi t ion (Nuremberg : F. Creuss-
ner , 1477) of the account of Marco Polo's 
travels. T h e book is of the greatest rar i ty; 
only eleven copies are recorded, a n d Colum-
bia's copy is one of only three known to be 
in America. Of p a r a m o u n t interest is the 
woodcut f ront ispiece por t ra i t of Marco Polo, 
which has been colored by hand , p robably 
at or nea r the t ime of publ ica t ion . T h e vol-
u m e is f r o m the l ibrary of the Earl of Craw-

ford an d is in superlat ive condi t ion , having 
been b o u n d in fine green levant morocco in 
1852 by the Paris b inder , D u r u . 

A "granger ized" copy of a Charles Dickens 
b iography—with a p p r o p r i a t e manuscr ip ts 
a n d engravings b o u n d in wi th the text—is 
the nucleus of a valuable Dickens collection 
which has been given to the Cornel l Univer-
sity Library by Wi l l i am G. M e n n e n , presi-
den t of the M e n n e n Company , Morr is town, 
N.J. , a n d a Cornel l g radua te of the class of 
1908. 

"Granger iz ing" comes f r o m James Grang-
er, who in 1769 publ i shed a Biographical 
History of England wi th b lank pages for 
addi t ions . 

T h e b iography is a three-volume first edi-
t ion of the Life of Charles Dickens by the 
novelist 's f r iend , J o h n Forster. Someone, 
p robab ly a Dickens admire r n a m e d Edward 
J . Collings, expanded the set to six volumes 
by add ing 440 engravings of persons an d 
scenes m e n t i o n e d in the book an d 235 auto-
g r a p h letters. 

These letters are regarded as especially val-
uab le to scholars, for a m o n g them are ones 
by Carlyle, Gladstone, H a w t h o r n e , Longfel-
low, Thacke ray a n d Dickens himself. 

A p a m p h l e t by Laur i a t Lane , J r . of the 
Cornel l English faculty, describing the grang-
erized Life of Charles Dickens, has been pub-
lished by the Cornel l Library Associates. 

A m o n g o ther rari t ies in the M e n n e n col-
lection are first edi t ions of Dickens ' novels 
and of works he edited, autographs , letters, 
a n d o ther documents . 

Mr. M e n n e n ' s previous gifts to the univer-
sity l ibrary include a set of the f o u r Shakes-
peare folios an d the first two English edi t ions 
of Monta igne ' s Essays, publ i shed in 1603 an d 
1613 in fol io volumes. 

BUILDINGS 

Augus tana College, Sioux Falls, S.D., dedi-
cated its new Mikkelsen Library on Septem-
ber 15. T h i s was one of the l ibrary bui ldings 
s tudied at the A C R L Buildings Ins t i tu te in 
Detroi t . 

T h e l ibrary campaign goal of $450,000 
at Evansville College, Evansville, I nd . was 
oversubscribed, a n d this, together wi th a 
$200,000 gif t f rom the Lilly Endowmen t , 
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presages occupancy, it is hoped , some t ime in 
the fall of 1956. T h e new bu i ld ing is to be 
n a m e d the Clifford Memor ia l L ibrary in 
h o n o r of Mr . a n d Mrs. George S. Clifford, 
bo th of w h o m h ad an ou t s t and ing p a r t in 
the es tabl ishment a n d deve lopment of Evans-
ville College. 

MISCELLANEOUS 

Southern State College, Magnol ia , Ark., 
formerly a j u n i o r college, was accredited by 
N o r t h Cent ra l Association as a four-year de-
gree-grant ing college in March 1955. Its li-
brary was listed as one of the e lements of 
s t rength of the college, especially "as to 
bui ld ing , staff, expend i tu res for books, a n d 
provisions for s tuden t use." 

T h e story of the no tab le " B a n n e d Books" 
exhib i t a r ranged last spr ing by the Univer-
sity of Kansas l ibrary is be ing told over the 
world wi th sponsorship by the F u n d for the 
Republ ic , a Ford Founda t ion - suppor t ed agen-
cy. A g ran t f r o m the F u n d for the R e p u b l i c 
has p rov ided for the r e p r i n t i n g a n d distr ibu-
t ion of 15,000 copies of the catalog for the 
exhibi t . T h e exhibi t of banned , b u r n e d a n d 
expurga ted publ ica t ions da t ing f r o m 1532 
a t t rac ted wide a t t en t ion d u r i n g its display 
in Wa t son l ibrary. T h e catalog, compi led by 
Joseph R u b i n s t e i n a n d Earl Farley, lists 
more t h an 135 inc idents of suppression a n d 
names more t h an 120 authors , 31 of t hem 
Americans, whose works have been censored 
or destroyed. 

T h e F u n d for the R e p u b l i c is active in 
the field of f r eedom of speech. T h e catalog 
of the K.U. exhib i t was chosen to i l lustrate 
censorship as a p rob lem alive a n d crucial in 
our own day, in our own country . T h e re-
pr in ts are d i s t r ibu ted th rough the universi ty 
l ibrary's exchange facilities, which will p u t 
them in 3,000 l ibraries abroad . 

T h e Universi ty of Kentucky Library has 

received a $20,000 g ran t f rom the Governor ' s 
emergency f u n d . T h e money will be used to 
establish a newspaper microf i lming labora-
tory, then to i naugura t e a p rogram for micro-
fi lming all cu r ren t Kentucky newspapers a n d 
back files of Kentucky newspapers in danger 
of d is in tegra t ion. T h e pro jec t resul ted f r o m 
several years of cooperat ive study by the Ken-
tucky Press Association a n d the universi ty 
l ibrary. 

T h e Lost Cause Press proposes to repro-
duce on microcards cer tain i m p o r t a n t Ameri-
can books of the n i n e t e e n t h century tha t are 
no t readily avai lable in the original or in 
good m o d e r n repr in ts . M a j o r emphasis will 
be on l i terary works bu t re la ted mater ia ls 
significant in the history of n ineteenth-cen-
tury Amer ican cu l ture will be inc luded. T h e 
pro jec t will be carr ied ou t by regions, begin-
n ing wi th the O h i o Valley. Eighty-eight titles 
are listed in " N i n e t e e n t h Cen tu ry Amer ican 
L i t e ra tu re on Microcards; Series A: T h e 
O h i o Valley." Prepubl ica t ion price (prior to 
J a n u a r y 1, 1956) was $98. T h e same press an-
nounces also the "Kentucky Cu l tu re Series," 
microcard r ep roduc t ions of i m p o r t a n t source 
mater ials re la t ing to the cu l ture of Kentucky 
a n d the O h i o Valley. T h e first ten titles are 
available for $14.04, a substant ia l saving over 
the ind iv idua l prices. T h e Lost Cause Press 
is u n d e r the direct ion of Charles a n d Nancy 
Farnsley at 2116 Confede ra t e Place, Louis-
ville 8, Ky. 

T w o new volumes of the "Emory Sources 
a n d R e p r i n t s " have been issued by Emory 
Universi ty. T h e s e publ ica t ions are edi ted by 
faculty scholars based on source mater ia l in 
the l ibrary. T h e new titles are: Sporting 
Sketches from The Countryman, by George 
L. F. Birdsong, 1863-64, a n d Inaugural Ad-
dress of Augustus B. Longstreet, Emory Col-
lege, 1840. Detai ls abou t prices a n d o ther 
titles in the series pub l i shed three times a 
year are available f r o m Mrs. E. T . Mar t in , 
Emory Universi ty, Ga.

KENNETH M . SETTON 

K E N N E T H M. SETTON, who returns to the 
University of Pennsylvania as director of 
libraries, is a well-known medieval scholar. 

He was born in New 
Bedford in 1914 and 
received his A.B. 
from Boston Univer-
sity, did graduate 
work at Chicago and 
Harvard, and re-
ceived the doctorate 
from Columbia. He 
has been an instruc-
tor of classics and 
history at Boston 
University; associate 
professor of Europe-

an history at the University of Manitoba 
and chairman of the department there; and 
Henry C. Lea Associate Professor of Medie-
val History and Curator of the Lea Library 
at the University of Pennsylvania. He has 
taught also at Bryn Mawr. During the past 
year he was professor of history at Colum-
bia, from which post he goes back to Penn-
sylvania. Professor Setton is the author of 
several books, including his study of Cata-
lonian expansion in the Eastern Mediter-
ranean, and a number of notable articles 
and papers on Byzantine history. He is a 
member of the advisory board of Speculum 
and has considerable editorial experience 
as editor-in-chief of the Pennsylvania His-
tory of the Crusades, now in process of pub-
lication by the University of Pennsylvania 
and the Medieval Academy of America. 

Mr. Setton is an experienced librarian 
through his connection with the Lea Library. 
He is a bibliophile o£ many years' standing. 

Mr. Setton has delivered numerous papers 
at meetings of learned societies. These papers 
combine precision and detail with breadth 
of understanding, and, what is even more 
unusual at a learned society, humor. He is 
one of the rarest of persons, the human 
humanist.—Barnaby C. Keeney. 

FLORA ELIZABETH REYNOLDS has been 
named to succeed Dr. Evelyn Steel Little as 
head librarian of Mills College.

A.B. and M.A. de-
grees from the Uni-
versity of California 
at Berkeley, the new 
Mills librarian was 
awarded her certifi-
cate of librarianship 
at California in 1936. 
As an undergraduate 
she was elected to 
Phi Beta Kappa. 

Miss Reynolds 
served four years 
(1939-43) as head li-

brarian of the Mill Valley Public Library. 
Her other past affiliations have included posi-
tions with the Sausalito and Berkeley Public 
Libraries. As librarian for the U. S. Army 
from 1943 to 1945 she supervised the organi-
zation of a library at Camp McQuade and 
operated libraries at the San Francisco Presi-
dio, Camp Beale and Fort Ord. She also 
acted as reference librarian at San Francisco 
State College for three years (1950-53). Dur-
ing 1953 and 1954 she was connected with 
the University of California Extension Divi-
sion staff as instructor in reference and bibli-
ography. She is president-elect of the East 
Bay Reference Librarians' Council. 

D O N A L D T H O M P S O N , formerly librarian of 
the Mississippi State College, became head 
librarian of Wabash College, Crawfordsville, 
Indiana, in September 1955. During his ten-
ure at Mississippi State Mr. Thompson was 
president of the Mississippi Library Associa-
tion in 1949-51, a member of the Board of 
Directors of the Southeastern Library As-
sociation in 1950-54, chairman of PASS in 
1953-54, state representative of ACRL in 
Mississippi for three years, and a member of 
several committees in ACRL, SELA, and the 
Mississippi Library Association. He has ed-
ited a bibliography of the Mississippi State 
College theses through 1952 and two volumes 
of thesis abstracts. Mr. Thompson brings to 
Crawfordsville the same type of cultural in-
terests that have made this famous old com-
munity outstanding in the arts and litera-
ture of the Middle West. He has notions 
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about making the library a vital force in the 
teaching program which will coincide close-
ly with the progressive ideas of President 
Frank Sparks and the noteworthy corps of 
undergraduate teachers that he has brought 
together in Crawfordsville. 

LEIGH D. JORDAHL has been appointed li-
brarian at St. Olaf College, Northfield, Minn. 
Mr. Jordahl has for over two years been 
catalog librarian at Carleton College in the 
same town. A 1945 graduate of Luther Col-
lege at Decorah, Iowa, and of Norwegian 
parentage, he is a singularly apt choice for 
this position. Dur ing his work at Carleton, 
Mr. Jordahl has made a real contribution, 
first in his reorganization of the book collec-
tion, and in his participation in other faculty 
activities. Moreover he has pursued his post-
graduate interests in history, Scandinavian 
li terature and education at the University 
of Minnesota, where he has earned the M.S. 
degree in library science. H e has had addi-
tional study at Bethany Lutheran seminary 
in Mankato. 

Mr. Jordahl has become well acquainted 
on the St. Olaf campus in his two years in 
Northfield. His friendly manner and intel-
lectual interests coupled with a genuine pro-
fessional outlook and ability give promise for 
a highly successful fu ture in his new location.

MARTHA T . BOAZ has been appointed di-
rector of the School of Library Science at the 
University of Southern California. She will 
also serve as associate professor. 

Dr. Boaz has been assistant professor in 
the USC school since June , 1953. She will 
take over the directorship formerly held by 
Dr. Lewis F. Stieg, who has also been uni-
versity librarian since 1947. T h e latter will 
now devote full time to the expansion and 
development of the university's library pro-
gram. He recently re turned from a year's 
special leave of absence to set up a library 
program in the Philippines. 

Dr. Boaz earned her B.S. degree from Mad-
ison College, Harrisonburg, Va., in 1932, and 
her B.S. in Library Science f rom George Pea-
body College, Nashville, T e n n . Her Ph.D. 
and M.A. degrees were granted by the Uni-
versity of Michigan. She has taught in Madi-

son College and the universities of Tennes-
see and Michigan. Prior to coming to South-
ern California she was a first assistant in the 
Pasadena Public Library. She is co-author of 
a number of books in her field and has con-
tr ibuted to national magazines in library 
science. 

IRVING LIEBERMAN has been appointed di-
rector of the University of Washington School 
of Librarianship. T h e appoin tment will be-
come effective February 1. He will succeed 
Gladys Boughton, who resigned last spring 
to devote full time to research overseas. Dr. 
Lieberman did his undergraduate work at 
New York University and his professional 
and graduate work at Columbia University 
(M.A. and Ed.D., Teachers College, and 

B.S., School of Library Service). He has had 
experience in various types of libraries, and 
dur ing World War II was a major and li-
brary officer in the European Thea t re of 
Operations. During 1952-54 Dr. Lieberman 
was research associate in charge of the audio-
visual project at the School of Librarianship, 
University of California. Since 1954 he has 
been an associate in library service at Co-
lumbia University. 

R I C E ESTES has been appointed librarian 
and associate professor of library science at 
Prat t Institute. He will act as dean of the li-
brary school dur ing the current year. Mr. 
Estes has an A.B. f rom the University of 
South Carolina, an A.M. from the Univer-
sity of Southern California, and a library de-
gree from Pratt . H e has had a wide variety 
of library experience over the last 25 years, 
chiefly in academic libraries. Most recently 
he has been an associate l ibrarian at George 
Washington University. 

Dr. R U D O L F K . ENGELBARTS was appointed 
head of the Catalog Department , University 
Library, University of California at Los An-
geles in July, 1955. H e is a graduate of the 
University of California School of Librarian-
ship. Prior to his entrance into the library 
field he was an instructor at the University 
of California, Berkeley, where he received his 
doctorate in Germanic languages.

Necrology 

H E N R Y EVELYN BLISS, au thor of A Biblio-
graphic Classification and other works on li-
brary classification published by the H . W. 
Wilson Company, died on August 9, 1955, 
af ter a slight illness at his home in Plain-
field, N.J. One of America's foremost con-
tributors to the systemizing of bibliographic 
classification, he was 85 years old. 

Mr. Bliss, who retired in 1940 as associate 
l ibrarian of the College of the City of New 
York, had been associated with that institu-
tion since 1891. T h e bibliographic organiza-
tion of knowledge, a study to which he de-
voted more than 50 years, first engaged his 
a t tent ion about 1900 when he found that 
the classification system used by the City 
College library was inadequate for classify-
ing the rapidly developing fields of science, 
social science, technology, li terature, and 
other subjects. 

His new classification system—by which 

the City College library was reorganized in 
1905-1908—endeavored to systematize all 
branches of knowledge and study in accord-
ance with the consensus of modern scientific 
and educational thought. H e reasoned that 
the reader and the researcher are best served 
by a classification which places in proximity 
the subject matters that are most likely to 
be wanted together (the principle he called 
"collocation for maximal efficiency"); which 
groups smaller, related subjects under the 
relevant, more general subjects ("subordina-
tion"); and which provides for revision ac-
cording to changes or new developments in 
various subject matters ("adaptabili ty"). 

His introductory volume, The Organiza-
tion of Knowledge and the System of the 
Sciences ( introduced by John Dewey in 1929 
as a "monumenta l work" and an impor tant 
contr ibution to the unification of knowl-
edge), was followed by The Organization of 
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Knowledge in Libraries and the Subject-
Approach to Books (1933) and A Biblio-
graphic Classification (a four-volume work 
completed early in 1953). Although the Bliss 
classification has been adopted by only a few 
libraries in the Uni ted States, it has influ-
enced American th inking on classification. 
I t also enjoys a considerable reputa t ion in 
Britain and the British Commonweal th na-
tions, where it is in use in about 60 libraries. 

In the last years of his life, in addi t ion to 
other activities, Mr. Bliss p lanned (and edit-
ed the first three numbers of) the Bliss Clas-
sification Bulletin, an occasional mimeo-
graphed publicat ion designed to keep his 
system of classification u p to date. H e was a 
member of the Special Libraries Association, 
Library Association of the Uni ted Kingdom, 
and the (British) Poetry Society. His writ-
ings include a book of poems, Better Late 
than Never, published by G. P. Putnam's 
Sons, in 1937. 

H E N R Y M A R T Y N F U L L E R died suddenly in 
September, 1955, of bulbar poliomyelitis. At 
the time of his death, Mr. Fuller was head of 

the Reference Depart-
ment and research asso-
ciate at the Yale Uni-
versity Library in New 
Haven. H e received his 
B.A. degree in 1935, his 
M.A. in 1947, both 
f rom Yale, and an M.S. 
in Library Service f rom 
Columbia University in 
1950. H e joined the 
Yale library staff in 
1937 af ter teaching for 
two years in a private 

school. H e taught one summer at Teachers 
College. 

Mr. Fuller was very active in professional 
groups in his own library and at the time of 
his death he was chairman of the Wilson 
Committee on the International Index. H e 
had also been Chai rman of the A C R L Com-
mittee on Inter-Library Loans. 

Among his published works are a review 
of "Use of the Subject Catalogue in the Uni-
versity of California Library," Library Jour-
nal 76:1513; "Let 's Look at the Catalogue," 
Ibid, 76:992-9; "Bishop Berkeley As a Bene-

factor of Yale," Yale University Library Ga-
zette 28:1-18; " In ternat ional Index u n d e r 
Study by Librarians," Serial Slants 5:82-8 
(also in Wilson Library Bulletin 29:66-76). 

Mr. Fuller seemed an ideal reference li-
brar ian with his combinat ion of scholarship 
and library technique. If any criticism could 
be found it would be that he gave too much 
help. T h e Yale faculty and undergradua te 
body are going to miss h im almost as much 
as his library colleagues.—Donald G. Wing. 

O T T O C H O M E T , cataloger at the Brooklyn 
Public Library, died suddenly on August 14, 
1955. Mr. Chomet had been cataloger a t 
Antioch College, Yellow Springs, Ohio, f rom 
1944 to 1949 when he joined the Brooklyn 
staff. Mr. Chomet was born in Vienna a n d 
came to this country in 1939. H e was gradu-
ated f rom the University of Minnesota, Divi-
sion of Library Instruction. A specialist in 
German, Yiddish and Hebrew cataloging, 
Mr. Chomet had translated and publ ished 
several articles of both general and library 
interest. His last article appears in the Sep-
tember issue of the Wilson Library Bulletin. 
Mr. Chomet was a member of the ALA, 
SLA and the New York Library Club. 

H E R B E R T S. HIRSHBERG died on September 
15, 1955. Mr. Hirshberg served f rom 1929 to 
1943 as dean of the School of Library Science 
of Western Reserve University. H e con-
t inued with the university unt i l 1945 as 
director of its libraries. Since then Mr. Hirsh-
berg had been an editorial adviser of the 
Encyclopedia Americana and a contr ibutor 
of articles on library themes. 

Dur ing Mr. Hirshberg's career he was a 
cataloger at the Boston Public Library, an 
assistant l ibrarian at the New York State 
Library in Albany, an assistant in the music 
division of the Library of Congress, and as-
sistant and branch l ibrarian at the Carnegie 
Library in Pittsburgh. 

H e wrote Subject Guide to Reference 
Books and, in collaboration, Subject Guide 
to United States Government Publications. 

B E R T I N E E . W E S T O N , associated with the 
Library Journal as managing editor f rom 
1929 to 1933 and as editor f rom 1933 to 
1943, died on August 10, 1955.
