The A C R L Annual Report, 1952-53 
I . C E N T R A L A C T I V I T I E S 

A C R L ' s FIRST H E A D Q U A R T E R S office was opened late in April, 1947, by N. Orwin 
Rush, the first executive secretary. Only three months previously, College and Research 
Libraries had been mailed out to its 1 4 0 0 subscribers with an article by Charles Harvey 
Brown entitled, " W h a t D o the Members of A C R L W a n t ? " 1 No man could write more 
appropriately on this subject than M r . Brown, who has done as much or more than anyone 
else to launch A C R L . His findings were presented not on the basis of his own conviction, 
but on very careful measurement of the wishes of the whole membership. 

Much of the accomplishment of this organization dates from the spring of 1947- M r . 
Rush served as executive secretary for two and one-half years, and I have held the office 
for nearly four. This is an appropriate time to re-examine the objectives of six years ago 
and see how the members have been served. The Association might well consider another 
survey in the near future, a 1 9 5 4 edition of " W h a t D o the Members of A C R L W a n t ? " 

This report reviews what the members wanted (listed in order of priority) and sum-
marizes what they have been getting. It does not attempt to detail all accomplishment 
since 1947 , and the emphasis throughout is on accomplishment during the past year. N o w 
and again a brief forecast into the future is attempted. 

Here are the affairs of the Association as seen from headquarters alone and the opinions 
do not reflect consultation with officers and directors. Reports on section and committee 
activity were prepared by the respective chairmen, except as indicated. 

Those who seek a full report of the A C R L year must consult the "Brief of Minutes" 
of both general sessions and meetings of the Board of Directors as printed in the April and 
October issues of C&RL. These numbers also list all officers of the Association. The 
December, 1 9 5 2 , ALA Bulletin (organization issue) lists, committees and their members 
and some vital statistics. The Summary Reports of the Midwinter and Annual A L A Con-
ferences record the programs and business handled by A C R L sections and committees. 

The Brown article of 1947 is also the report 
of the Committee on the Relations of the 
A C R L to the ALA, which had been instructed 
to prepare a list of "activities which might 
well be performed by a national library asso-
ciation." These were submitted to the mem-
bership in a questionnaire and are here listed 
and discussed in the order of 1947 membership 
preference. 

1. Publications directly and chiefly con-

cerning college and university libraries. 
ACRL has always had a Publications Com-

mittee (see below for the chairman's report) 
which has worked closely with the ALA Pub-
lishing Department. The committee's princi-
pal project, the ACRL Monographs, has been 
a spontaneous success, largely because of the 
work of its managing editor, David K. 
Maxfield, who brought to this project a tre-
mendous enthusiasm, a Yankee talent for 
promotion and business detail, and a sound 
professional knowledge. At present, there are 
approximately 450 standing orders and as 
many as 1200 copies have been sold of a single 
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issue. The Monographs are financially self-
sustaining in every respect and yet very 
modestly priced. They make a considerable 
contribution to the advancement of profes-
sional knowledge. 

Unlike the ACRL Monographs, the news-
letters of the several sections have been very 
modest and only in the past several years have 
these achieved much status. The old Engi-
neering Libraries Section and Agricultural 
Libraries Section both put out fairly substan-
tial newsletters and this tradition was con-
tinued when these two sections merged into 
PASS in 1951. Mr. Moriarty, the first chair-
man, issued three communications that were at 
once substantial in information and fresh and 
vigorous in style. His successor, Mr. Betts, 
has maintained scope and usefulness. The 
Reference Section and the Junior College Li-
braries Section have both had very useful 
newsletters—sometimes chiefly about the work 
of the section and sometimes on subjects of 
special interest such as needed reference tools. 

Newsletters make a modest but steady con-
tribution to the publication program. This 
instrument of communication has proved 
especially useful with the smaller sections. 

2. Research studies on the functions of 
college and university libraries, on college 
library personnel, etc. 

For nearly three years A C R L has had a 
Research Planning Committee (for its report, 
see below), which has recently recommended 
its own dissolution. 

Research on problems related to college and 
reference libraries has not been systematically 
organized, although some efforts have been 
made in this direction through A C R L and 
ARL. Lists of studies made in library schools 
and in libraries have appeared in C&RL, 
while reports have been published in both 
C&RL and ACRL Monographs. Various 
conference programs of A C R L sections have 
been designed to isolate problem areas which 
require investigation. It would seem desirable 
that the sections concentrate on these and seek 
to gain the interest of faculty members and 
research students in library schools. The 
publications of A C R L are available to both 
schools and libraries for presentation of results 
of interest to the division as a whole or to its 
several sections. Funds should be available 
for promising projects. 

3. Development of relations with edu-
cational associations in the field of higher 
education and development of contacts 
with college presidents, library committees, 
and professors. 

Mr. Rush made a major point of "establish-
ing and maintaining cordial relations with and 
presenting the library point of view to, edu-
cators and educational associations in the field 
of higher education." His report for 1947-48 
mentions correspondence with the six leading 
national educational associations and attend-
ance at a number of conferences and other 
gatherings of leaders in the field. I have 
likewise attended several of the larger con-
ferences in higher education every year 
(usually the American Council on Education 
and the NEA's Department of Higher Educa-
tion) and a few presidential inaugurations or 
university anniversary celebrations. W e have 
had delegates of A C R L or A L A at most im-
portant gatherings of this sort. I have 
regularly made contacts with new, important 
educational groups, such as the American 
Council on Education's Commission on the 
Education of Women and the Educational 
Television and Radio Center. The NEA's 
report to President Eisenhower on the educa-
tional use of the mails will contain a recom-
mendation for removal of manuscripts of 
dissertations from the first-class category, as 
suggested by the A C R L office. These are 
only a few examples of regular contacts with 
educational and governmental leaders. 

The Committee on Administrative Pro-
cedures has the responsibility of working with 
and through existing regional accrediting asso-
ciations to advance library standards. This 
committee has needed clarification of objec-
tives and has been inactive for some time. At 
least two of the sections have maintained 
regular contact with national associations 
(American Association of Junior Colleges and 
American Association of Colleges for Teacher 
Education). 

While A C R L has had other contacts with 
educational associations and leaders in higher 
education, it is quite apparent that progress 
has not been great during the past six years. 
For the immediate future, one can at least 
hope that the Committee on Administrative 
Procedures will have aggressive leadership and 
establish cordial relations useful to the re-
gional accrediting associations in formulating 
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their practices and yardsticks f o r the measure-
ment of col lege libraries. 

A plan presented at M i d w i n t e r , 1950, by the 
executive secretary to the Board of Directors , 
suggested the use of senior librarians with 
specific subject interests to represent A C R L 
and librarians generally at meetings of spe-
cific learned societies and education associa-
tions. If possible, the individual selected for 
such a post should be widely known and re-
spected in the society or association, and the 
assignment should be of long duration. 

In recent correspondence with the executive 
secretary on this point, M r . B r o w n empha-
sized that the person to be present at the 
meetings of a learned society should be some-
one, 

who could both give and receive, who could 
bring back to the Association any discussions 
of the need by scientists and scholars of better 
library facilities, bibliographies, etc. The 
various societies are all engaged at times in 
certain bibliographic efforts concerning which 
librarians need more information. The repre-
sentatives could also explain to the scientists, 
for example, the need of improved services by 
the libraries and could obtain their coopera-
tion. 

M r . B r o w n ' s letter of O c t o b e r 5th lists a 
number of specific assignments which need to 
be done by a librarian w o r k i n g with the 
Amer i can Chemical Society, and another f o r 
our representative with the Amer i can M a t h e -
matical Society. H i s letter concludes : 

I know that chemists and mathematicians are 
greatly interested in problems such as these 
and I am sure that far more important prob-
lems can be discussed by subject specialists and 
librarians who have done work in these sub-
ject fields. Our university and college li-
braries, as well as scientists, could benefit 
greatly if qualified representatives of ACRL 
could attend the meetings of these scientific 
organizations. 

It is important to the l ibrary w o r l d to have 
one of its o w n to w h o m it can turn in regard 
to important problems in each m a j o r field. 
A L A headquarters gets numerous requests f o r 
sponsorship of conferences and cooperat ion 
with 57 varieties of associations and societies. 
T h e advice of a representative w o u l d be ex -
tremely useful in such instances. 

T h e 1950 proposal mentioned above w a s 
lost in the pressure of other business and w a s 

not redrafted. It should be reconsidered in 
I954-

4. Compilation of statistics on college, 
university, and reference libraries. 

Statistics w e r e published in early issues of 
C&RL, then dropped f o r the years 1943-45. 
T h e y w e r e continued in the issue f o r July, 
1947 by G . Flint Purdy , w h o has been respon-
sible f o r them ever since. A s all members 
must realize, D r . Purdy and his committee 
have increased coverage greatly, and findings 
are n o w published very promptly. T h e y are 
available f r o m the A C R L office in proof f o r m 
f o r a small charge late in D e c e m b e r . 

A C R L has been responsible f o r stimulating 
interest in the col lection of statewide college 
l ibrary statistics by state associations. T h e 
aim here is, of course, to include all institu-
tions in the state. W e have investigated the 
possibilities of doubling the coverage of insti-
tutions ( 5 0 0 or more instead of the present 
250 ) and publishing the results in an ACRL 
Monograph. Some statistics of junior college 
libraries wi l l be published in a 1953 section 
newslet ter ; if all goes wel l , the junior college 
libraries wi l l become a regular feature of the 
C&RL statistics. 

M a n y avenues of approach might be used 
to extend statistics coverage. T h e full figures 
on all institutions that wished to be included 
could be published in M o n o g r a p h f o r m , and a 
selective listing, or only an interpretation of 
the statistics, appear in a later issue of C&RL. 
Another possibility is the coverage of a large 
number of libraries once every three or f our 
years through an ACRL Monograph, to sup-
plement the annual data in C&RL. O t h e r 
plans wil l occur to m e m b e r s ; expressions of 
opinion are particularly invited on this subject. 

5. Studies in the field of professional 
education for college library personnel. 

A C R L has cooperated with the A L A Off ice 
of Education f o r Librarianship, headed by 
M i s s Anita Hostetter , and with the Board 
of Education f o r Librarianship, currently 
chairmanned by our o w n Jack Da l t o n . R e -
ports w e r e prepared on the preparation and 
qualifications of professional personnel in tech-
nology and science college libraries (by E d -
w a r d A . C h a p m a n ) and on librarians in 
acquisitions w o r k ( W i l l i a m A . K o z u m p l i k ) . 
Principal responsibility f o r this activity seems 
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to rest elsewhere, but A C R L should cooperate 
closely to make sure that the needs of col lege 
libraries are met. 

6. Placement of college and university 
library personnel. 

Placement has always ranked high in m e m -
bership interest. M r . B r o w n recently ex -
pressed the verbal opinion that this subject 
w o u l d have been placed much higher on the 
list had the questionnaire returns not been so 
much heavier f r o m library administrators than 
f r o m assistants. 

A n A C R L placement experiment was run in 
several southeastern states in 1950 and 1951. 
O n c e started, there w a s no standing still : w e 
had to either go back and abandon the experi -
ment or go ahead and extend i t ; time and 
money w e r e then lacking f o r any extension and 
A L A was seriously considering a placement 
service. T h e experiment was , therefore , 
a l lowed to die. I believe the A C R L plan was 
a w o r t h y plan which w o u l d have had modest 
success under the guidance of a resourceful , 
fu l l - t ime staff member . A L A has just c o m -
pleted its study of possible placement programs 
and should make a decision soon as to whether 
it wi l l enter the field. If A L A does not go 
ahead with a placement program, A C R L 
should care ful ly reconsider the experiment. 

D u r i n g the past year, other demands on the 
headquarters office meant that less time could 
be devoted to members seeking n e w positions. 
Success in this line requires infinite care as 
wel l as judgment . I have regretted this 
omission very much, but see no solution ex-
cept by adding to the staff. In previous years, 
this office has been of service to a fair number 
of members w h o wanted to move. 

7. Build up membership of A C R L by 
a publicity campaign and by work with 
ACRL Membership Committee. 

Pr ior to 1947, the arrangements f o r jo ining 
the divisions w e r e poor and a great many 
memberships w e r e lost simply because the p r o -
cedure was not clearly understood. A t the 
time M r . B r o w n w r o t e his article, A C R L had 
less than 1700 members . 

U n d e r M r . Rush, the arrangements f o r 
jo ining A C R L w e r e clarified. M e m b e r s h i p 
committees headed by W a y n e Y e n a w i n e and 
R o b e r t Severance did excellent w o r k ; in a 
little over t w o years A C R L nearly doubled 
in size. 

T h e membership count stood at 4649 on 
January I, 1950 ( including all 1949 and early 
1950 j o i n e r s ) . I t slacked off very slightly in 
1950-51. T h e f o l l owing year A C R L had a 
2 per cent increase in the face of a slight over -
all drop of A L A membership because of the 
n e w dues scale. 

D u r i n g the fiscal year of 1952-53, 4779 
members jo ined A C R L ; l i fe memberships 
bring the year 's f igure slightly above 4800. 
T h e January 1, 1954 count, on which repre-
sentation in A L A Counci l is based, wi l l , 
therefore , be in excess of 5000. T h i s increase 
has taken place in a year when w e as a division 
have done no membership promot ion w o r k . 

A C R L membership w o u l d not be m o r e than 
4400 today w e r e it not f o r the distribution of 
C&RL to the membership. T h e proport ion of 
professional librarians in col lege and reference 
w o r k to A C R L members is distressingly l o w . 
W e may expect that the inevitable g r o w t h 
of col lege enrollments during the next ten 
years wi l l increase l ibrary staffs and that 
s l ow membership g r o w t h wil l be a normal 
condition f o r A C R L . M e a n w h i l e w e should 
cooperate in every w a y possible with the A L A 
M e m b e r s h i p Commit tee in its program. A 
really aggressive membership drive ought to be 
delayed a little longer until the system of state 
representatives is f irmly on its feet, but it 
certainly should bring in an additional 500 
librarians. O u r membership may be expected 
to top 6000 in another t w o or three years. 

8. Work with and stimulate committees 
of A C R L and A L A , insofar as college 
activities are concerned, and with section 
leaders of ACRL to increase their func-
tioning. Coordinate the work of such com-
mittees. 

I can advance no statistics on this important 
activity; suffice it to say that the executive 
secretaries at headquarters have given the 
subject of committee coordination a great deal 
of thought and, to the best of my knowledge , 
have always cooperated. 

T h e A C R L executive secretary has always 
been in regular correspondence with all sec-
tion chairmen. I have given assistance to sec-
tion officers priority over almost all other 
claims on my time. Both M r . Rush and I 
have prepared detailed suggestions and recom-
mendations f o r chairmen of committees and 
sections. 
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9. Expand C&RL and issue the periodi-
cal monthly instead of quarterly. 

T h e 1947 C&RL w e n t only to subscribers. 
A principal goa l of the Assoc iat ion since its 
birth has been membership distribution of 
C & R L , but this w a s a lways discussed on the 
assumption that it w a s either the Bulletin or 
C&RL and that obvious ly both cou ld not be 
furnished to members . ( T h a n k goodness 
both can, and are . ) M r . B r o w n reported 4 
to I in f a v o r of C&RL in place of the Bulletin 
as a membership perquisite in 1947. 

M e m b e r s h i p distribution, which began w i t h 
the July , 1952 issue, has had unquali f ied suc -
cess. Adver t i s ing income has been f a r higher 
than ant ic ipated ; n o n - m e m b e r subscriptions 
have b r o u g h t in substantial f u n d s ; the j o u r n a l 
has certainly been the chief f a c tor in m e m b e r -
ship increases which , o f course , mean m o r e 
income f r o m dues. W h i l e C&RL has taken 
a great deal of m y time this past year, the 
cost in do l lars and cents has been no greater 
than in prev ious years and size has been sub-
stantially increased. T h e r e w e r e natural ly 
a f e w prob lems in distribution but the switch 
f r o m subscription basis w e n t through wi th 
very little f r i c t ion . 

A s a result of this change, some fifteen 
hundred m e m b e r s are relieved of the three 
do l lar subscription fee whi ch they used to pay. 
T h e j o u r n a l has m o r e than doubled its c i r cu la -
tion in one year and is, there fore , o f p r o p o r -
t ionally greater usefulness to the pro fess ion . 
A p p r o x i m a t e l y 5900 subscribers and members 
n o w receive it regular ly . 

T h e B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s has author ized 
extra help at headquarters f o r the year ahead 
to handle the v o l u m e of advertis ing and the 
many distribution prob lems . T h i s help wi l l 
mean f u r t h e r advances wi th C&RL. Six 
issues a y e a r — o r perhaps t w e l v e ? Special 
supplements? T h e r e are many possibilities. 
W e have a too l of e n o r m o u s usefulness . I t 
can be m a d e even m o r e so. 

Chie f credit f o r the success o f C&RL goes 
o f c ourse to the nonsalar ied editor , D r . 
M a u r i c e F . T a u b e r , and his editorial board . 

10. Arrange for the executive secretary 
of ACRL to attend as many state and 
regional meetings as reasonable aftd at-
tempt to build up strong state and regional 
associations. 

M r . R u s h set a standard f o r travel w h i c h 

has been maintained. I bel ieve that A C R L 
has influenced the w h o l e A L A organizat i on in 
the emphasis placed on travel , both to keep 
in touch w i th needs, developments , and cr it i -
cism, and just to meet people and b e c o m e per -
sonally k n o w n by members . 

D u r i n g the past year I w a s a w a y f r o m 
h o m e on A C R L business a g o o d deal m o r e 
than any n o r m a l fami ly m a n w o u l d wish to be. 
A p p r o x i m a t e l y 70 l ibraries o r l ibrary meetings 
in twenty- f ive states w e r e visited. Inc luded 
w e r e the M o u n t a i n Plains, Paci f i c N o r t h w e s t 
and Southeastern regional meetings, as we l l as 
a n u m b e r of state associations. I spoke on 
seven di f ferent occasions at state and regional 
meetings. Ar t i c l es w e r e prepared f o r The 
Library Quarterly ( 2 3 : 3 ) and The South-
eastern Librarian ( 3 : 2 ) , as w e l l as c ont r ibu -
tions to College and Research Libraries. 

T h e increase in headquarters w o r k s o m e -
times m a d e these visits to l ibraries rather 
h u r r i e d ; a brief call on the head l ibrarian 
and avoidance of the staff can be a tempting 
short cut. I real ize the ex t reme importance 
o f talking to and k n o w i n g those w h o are not 
administrators , and believe this is best done at 
the state and regional meetings. T h e o p p o r -
tunity to meet subordinates or to get m o r e 
than the br ie fest w o r d with them is o f t en 
lacking w h e n visiting on a campus. 

Contac ts are part ly f o r publ ic relations 
purposes and partly to keep i n f o r m e d on p r a c -
tical pro fess ional p r o b l e m s ; they are as 
pleasant a part of the w o r k as the considerable 
travel is fat iguing. I have gone f o r months on 
a round of being in the office just l o n g enough 
to catch up on correspondence and then off on 
another tight travel schedule. U n d e r such 
c ircumstances many matters are not given 
adequate attention. 

Re lated to the question of travel and bu i ld -
ing up strong state and regional organizat ions 
is the establishment o f A C R L chapters . In 
the past t w o years, three state chapters ( N e w 
Jersey, I l l inois and M i s s o u r i ) and t w o re -
gional chapters (Phi lade lph ia area and Pi t ts -
b u r g h ) have been established or author ized . 
T h e s e may be very useful in p r o m o t i n g a 
c loser relationship between chapter m e m b e r s 
and the national organizat ion , and cooperat ion 
in pro jec ts . 

FINANCES 

O u t s i d e the scope o f the B r o w n report but 
essential to any organizat ion is its financial 
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stability. A t the beginning of 1947, the A C R L 
treasury had $3,325.95. T h i s g r e w to over 
six thousand dollars by September, 1948; to 
$11,500 t w o years la ter ; and to nearly $14,000 
by September, 1952. T h e treasurer 's report, 
printed elsewhere in this issue, shows a total 
credit of $16,799.87 on August 31, 1953. 

A C R L has almost always operated in the 
black and thereby accumulated a good deal of 
money. T h i s matter w a s emphasized in the 
last annual report, and has been careful ly 
discussed in meetings of the directors at M i d -
winter and at the Annual Conference . T h e 
Board feels that it is wise to have reserves, 
but that the Association is not operated f o r 
profit and it could go too far in hoarding funds 
that ought rather to be used f o r projects. T h e 
Brief of Minutes printed in the Oc tober issue 
of C&RL ( 1 3 : 4 3 1 ) reports the discussion in 
full and the policy adopted. It was obvious to 
all that A C R L could undertake much more of 
a p r o g r a m ; the Board therefore voted an 
important increase in the headquarters staff 
f o r the coming year. 

D u r i n g its first t w o years, the A C R L head-
quarters office was supported by an A L A lump 
sum appropriation of $10,000 annually, plus 
20 per cent (as provided by the A L A B y l a w s ) 
of all dues paid by A L A members w h o elect 
A C R L . T h i s practice was slightly modified 
in the fall of 1949, and a year later A C R L 
began the much discussed new arrangement f o r 
divisional support whereby all funds f o r the 
division were directly control led by member -
ship support. 

It is widely recognized that the present pro -
visions f o r divisional support are faulty, not 
because of the amounts provided, but because 
of the complexities of the arrangements. T h e 
new Committee on Divisional Relationships 
has this problem under study and improvement 
may be expected be fore long. T h i s principle 
of divisional support seems very sound and in 
line with the A L A constitutional provision 
that "each division shall have complete 
autonomy over and responsibility f o r the con-
duct of its own affairs and the expenditures of 
its funds. . . . T h e Executive Board and 
Counci l shall have no responsibility f o r such 
activities or expenditures" ( I V , 1, c ) . 

Y o u r secretary has always believed that a 
large share of A C R L income should come 
f r o m services, publications, and sources other 
than the membership fee. A good beginning 
has been made by the development of adver-

tising income f o r the j ournal and sales of the 
ACRL Monographs which, with C&RL sub-
scriptions, n o w total wel l over $10,000. A d -
vertising plus non-member subscriptions pay 
three-quarters of the cost of the journal . T h e 
Monographs are not "pro f i t -making" as any-
one can tell by looking at their prices, but they 
per form a service, help to pay salaries at head-
quarters, and add greatly to the financial 
stability of the Association. In the winter of 
1953, the responsibility f o r the publication 
program wil l be turned over to a new member 
of the A C R L staff. T h i s should mean rapid 
advances in the publication program. T h e 
executive secretary wil l be freed to develop 
programs in other areas. 

W i t h almost inevitable membership in-
creases and an expanding program of sel f -
sustaining services, a very considerable in-
crease in income may be expected in the next 
five years without increase in dues. 

REFERENCE FUNCTION 
Since 1947, the headquarters office has at-

tempted to collect documentation on current 
library practice. Shortly after leaving A C R L , 
M r . Rush published an appeal f o r many types 
of reports, newsletters, staff bulletins, etc.2 

T h e need f o r material illustrating current 
practices in college libraries cannot be over -
emphasized. T h e s e data are kept in the 
A L A headquarters library and loaned on re-
quest. T h e advisory and loan service available 
through the A C R L headquarters office and the 
A L A library can be of great usefulness, p ro -
vided members are thoughtful in sending in 
annual reports, policy statements, bulletins, 
building plans, and the host of other things 
listed in M r . Rush's article. 

T h e ownership of this material leads in turn 
to a considerable correspondence with l ibra-
rians seeking help with professional problems. 
Both M r . Rush and I have done a great deal 
along this l ine; w e both have found this 
service brings to A C R L a fair measure of 
goodwi l l and appreciation. 

* * * 

T h e A C R L record f o r accomplishment dur-
ing the past six years is solid and should be a 
source of satisfaction to the many hundreds of 
members w h o have contributed to it. In many 
ways ^his division has served as a guide to 
other l ibrary organizations.

T h e headquarters 
staff w i l l be increased considerably dur ing 
I 953~54 and this provides m o r e help f o r the 
total p r o g r a m . O f the ten goals set in 1947, 
seven have been either substantially c o m -
pleted, o r have had great progress . In only 
three cases is the record w e a k . I believe this 
is better progress than o u r f ound ing fathers 
expected. 

A C R L wi l l deter iorate rapidly if w e l inger 
in happy reverie over this progress . T h e r e is 
much w o r k to be done. T h e Assoc iat ion needs 
a n e w p r o g r a m . I t is s tronger , and in a pos i -
tion to do m o r e . T h e goals must be c lear and 
they can be fa ir ly ambit ious . 

I I . C O M M I T T E E S A N D S E C T I O N S 

Audio-Visual Work Committee 

( F l e m i n g Bennett , C h a i r m a n ) 

T h e principal activity dur ing the year has 
been to comple te the survey of audio-v isual 
services in U n i t e d States co l leges and un iver -
sities. A twenty -one page typewrit ten report 
w a s sent to A C R L in M a y , 1953 and is e x -
pected to be the lead article in an ACRL 
Monograph to wh i ch leaders in the aud io -
visual field wi l l contr ibute papers. 

T h e commit tee t ook an active part in p r o -
mot ing the passage of the bill ( n o w Pub l i c 
L a w 141) to extend f a v o r a b l e postal rates to 
educat ional f i lms and certain other aud io -
visual materials . ( F B ) 

Buildings Committee 

( H o w a r d Rove ls tad , C h a i r m a n ) 

T h e main activities of the commit tee in-
c l u d e d : I . sponsor ing the Second Bui ld ing 
Plans Institute, 2. sponsor ing open meetings 
at A L A conferences , 3. answer ing letter in-
quiries, 4. publishing, and 5. cooperat ing w i th 
A L A headquarters on bui lding matters . 
T h e s e activities are explained b e l o w . 

1. T h e Second L i b r a r y Bui ld ing Plans I n -
stitute w a s held in C h i c a g o on F e b r u a r y 1 and 
2 as a precon ference activity of the M i d w i n t e r 
M e e t i n g . Ninety - f i ve l ibrarians, architects, 

university administrators , and equipment 
people f r o m all over the U n i t e d States and 
C a n a d a at tended ; others w h o wished to regis-
ter had to be turned d o w n because of the 
desirability of l imiting the attendance at this 
type of meeting. R e v i e w e d w e r e plans of the 
f o l l o w i n g l ibrar ies : M e m o r i a l Univers i ty of 
N e w f o u n d l a n d , B r o o k l y n Co l l ege , Univers i ty 
of M a r y l a n d , Univers i ty of O k l a h o m a , U n i -
versity of Saskatchewan, Univers i ty of O m a h a , 
T h e o l o g i c a l Seminary ( P r i n c e t o n , N . J . ) , and 
R u t g e r s Univers i ty . O n e meet ing w a s de -
voted to a r ev i ew of n e w furn i ture and equip-
ment . Regis trat ion fees total l ing $396 w e r e 
credited to A C R L . T h e present commit tee 
cha irman served as chairman of the institute. 

2. A n open p r o g r a m meet ing on l ibraries 
recently completed w a s planned by H . D e a n 
Stallings f o r the M i d w i n t e r M e e t i n g . T h i s 
p r o g r a m w a s cancel led because of the rul ing 
that M i d w i n t e r meetings should not include 
any p r o g r a m meetings. T h u s , this p r o g r a m 
w a s presented at the L o s A n g e l e s C o n f e r e n c e . 

3. A very considerable a m o u n t of c o r r e -
spondence w a s handled by the commit tee in 
answer ing inquiries about buildings and in 
planning the institute. 

4. D u r i n g the year, activities related to 
publishing constituted important w o r k o f the 
commit tee . D a v i d Jo l ly prepared and edited 
the manuscr ipt of the " P r o c e e d i n g s of the 
First L i b r a r y Bui ld ing Plans Inst i tute , " pub-
lished as ACRL Monograph No. 4. R o b e r t 
H . M u l l e r edited and w.rote an introduct ion 
to " T h r e e Appraisa ls of Recent ly Cons t ruc ted 
L i b r a r y Bui ld ings , " wh i ch w a s published in 
the A p r i l issue of C&RL. D o n a l d C . D a v i d -
son prepared and edited the manuscr ipt o f the 
" P r o c e e d i n g s of the Second L i b r a r y Bui ld ing 
Plans Inst i tute , " wh i ch is to be published as an 
ACRL Monograph. 

5. T h e commit tee w o r k e d w i th A r t h u r T . 
H a m l i n and H e l e n T . G e e r on bui lding 
prob lems , exhibits and p r o g r a m s . 

F o r the fu ture w o r k of the committee , v a r i -
ous publishing activities are under cons idera -
tion. Statements have been published in 
C&RL and the ALA Bulletin inquiring about 
interest in a fal l a n d / o r w i n t e r bui ld ing in-
stitute. 

R o b e r t H . M u l l e r served as cha irman of the 
commit tee through F e b r u a r y 3, w h e n the 
present chairman took over the office. D r . 
M u l l e r cont inued to serve as a m e m b e r o f the 
commit tee . ( H R ) 
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Committee on Committee Appointments 

( W a l t e r W . W r i g h t , C h a i r m a n ) 

T h i s committee exists to help the president-
elect in the important and difficult task of 
making committee appointments. T h e c o m -
mittee assembled names of prospective ap-
pointees f o r committees to serve during M i s s 
M a c P h e r s o n ' s term as president. T h e chair-
man consulted with M i s s M a c P h e r s o n f r e -
quently and put in her hands suggestions f o r 
most committees early in 1953. W h e t h e r 
these persons wi l l accept is another matter . 

T h i s committee should consist of people 
who know people, w h o can o f fer suggestions, 
and w h o will answer mail. T h e chairman 
should, if possible, be someone w h o lives rel-
atively near the president-elect so that f r e -
quent consultation is possible. ( W W W ) 

Duplicates Exchange Union 

( W i x i e E. Parker , C h a i r m a n ) 

T w e l v e new members have been added to 
the A C R L Dupl icates Exchange Union this 
year. T w o members have w i thdrawn. T h e r e 
are n o w 115 members . 

T h e committee felt that the procedures of 
the union should be revised. M r s . D . L . 
M c D o n a l d , M r . Charles Penrose, and M r s . P . 
K . Reamer began w o r k on this pro ject this 
year. T h e y also planned to send material 
about the United States B o o k Exchange to all 
members of the Dupl icates Exchange Union . 
T h e s e pro jects w e r e not completed, and should 
be continued in 1953-54. 

M r . G e o r g e F. Jones ' 1952 report on the 
evaluation of the Dupl icates Exchange Union 
was published in the January, 1953 issue of 
Serial Slants. (WEP) 

Committee on Financing Co l l ege and Research 
Libraries 

( M a r y D . Herr i ck , C h a i r m a n ) 

T h e continuing increase in advertising rev-
enue and space in C&RL evidences the w i d e -
spread interest in the j ournal . In the first 
t w o issues of 1952, there w a s a total of 17 
pages of advertising with 13 ful l -page sub-
scribers. In this same period in 1953, there 
w e r e 30 pages of advertising and 21 ful l -page 
subscribers ( including one double-page 
s p r e a d ) . T h e July, 1953 issue had 18 pages 
of advertising. G r o s s receipts f o r the year 

w e r e over six thousand dollars. Aga in this 
committee wishes to record the valuable c on -
tribution to this w o r k that has been made by 
the executive secretary. ( M D H ) 

Committee to Implement Library of Congress 
Bibliographic Projects 
( R a l p h E. El l sworth , C h a i r m a n ) 

T h e chairman w o r k e d closely and actively 
with the L ibrary of Congress on problems 
connected with the publication of the National 
Union Catalog and the L ibrary of Congress ' 
general policies with respect to doctoral dis-
sertations. T h e s e negotiations continue into 
next year, so the committee should be con -
tinued. ( R E E ) 

Publications Committee 

( L a w r e n c e S. T h o m p s o n , C h a i r m a n ) 

T h e ACRL Monograph series has proven 
to be a significant and useful n e w medium f o r 
publication of material which is suitable 
neither as a book nor as a C&RL article. 
T h e committee felt that the series w a s so 
f irmly established that an editorial subcom-
mittee, with D a v i d K. M a x f i e l d as managing 
editor, w a s set up. It expects to recommend 
that the ACRL Monographs editorial staff 
be set up precisely as is that of C&RL with 
respect to its relationship to the Association. 

T h e Monographs serve an important role 
in carrying the name of A C R L into other 
countries, into other professions, and even 
into other branches of the l ibrary profession. 
F o r example, Monograph No. 4., which re-
ported the A C R L Co lumbus Buildings Insti-
tute, received considerable publicity in archi-
tectural journals . T h e editorial board has 
wel l in mind its responsibility to serve col lege 
and reference interests and to carry the influ-
ence of A C R L outside the confines of its o w n 
membership. 

T h e A C R L M o n o g r a p h s Subcommittee ex -
pects to be in a position shortly to have its o w n 
separate budget and accounts. T h e n e w P u b -
lications Off icer in the A C R L office wi l l keep 
some of the records and help with product ion 
and distribution. 

In addition, a Publications Subcommittee 
is n o w actively engaged in setting up an ACRL 
Microcard series. Manuscr ip ts are being con -
sidered and the first group of microcards is 
expected to be out be fore the end of 1953. 

( L S T and A T H ) 
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Research Planning Committee 

( L o u i s Kaplan, C h a i r m a n ) 

A number of projects w e r e considered at the 
M i d w i n t e r Meet ing . M i s s Elizabeth O . 
Stone has undertaken to study " W a y s and 
M e a n s of Promot ing Ownersh ip of Books by 
Col lege Students." U n d e r the committee 's 
sponsorship, M r . W i l l i a m H . Jesse is pro -
ceeding with his study of " T h e Influence of 
the Cooperat ive Commit tee on L ibrary 
Building Plans . " 

A t the L o s Angeles Conference , the C o m -
mittee reviewed its w o r k and came to the 
conclusion that its possible accomplishments 
did not warrant its continued efforts. T h i s it 
especially felt to be true because of the good 
w o r k of the A C R L Publications Committee . 
T h e r e f o r e , the committee recommended its 
dissolution. ( L K ) 

ACRL State Representatives 

(Arch ie L . M c N e a l , Cha i rman) 

A l though the Board of D i rec tors approved 
the establishment of a system of state repre-
sentatives at the M i d w i n t e r M e e t i n g in 
January, 1952, the implementation of this 
action actually began with the selection of a 
chairman late in N o v e m b e r , 1952. F o r this 
reason, with the concurrence of M i s s M a c -
Pherson, it was decided to ask state repre-
sentatives to serve f o r 1953-54 as wel l as f o r 
the remainder of this year. By late M a r c h , 
the major i ty of appointments had been made 
and acceptances received. 

Since M a r c h , three newsletters have been 
issued. T h e s e suggest activities and report 
information useful in the field. M r . Haml in 
has been sending to each state representative 
copies of letters written to people in the re-
spective states, except those dealing with 
A C R L or A L A organization or committee 
problems. 

M u c h of the w o r k has been on membership. 
Several representatives have made valuable 
reports on one or another l ibrary problem in 
their areas. 

C & R L coverage of news f r o m the field wi l l 
be more complete because of the cooperat ion 
of this committee. W e should also achieve a 
w ider spread of committee assignments be-
cause of recommendations coming f r o m this 
source. I t is hoped that the activity wil l make 
f o r closer cooperation in the selection of sub-

jects f o r investigation on the state level and 
the national level. 

It is too early to evaluate the effectiveness 
of this committee. In terms of individual 
qualifications, it has a potential f o r exceptional 
service in advancing the interests of A C R L in 
the individual states. Progress is being 
watched with interest by other divisions and by 
A L A officers. T h e chairman wil l appreciate 
suggestions regarding activities. 

( A L M c N and A T H ) 

Chapters 

A t a meeting held on June I, 1951, the 
college and university librarians of the Phi la -
delphia area authorized a committee to o r -
ganize a local chapter of A C R L . T h i s group, 
chairmanned by Alphonse F. T r e z z a of the 
University of Pennsylvania Library , arranged 
f o r the petition which was later accepted by 
the A C R L Board of D i rec tors f o r the first 
chapter in the Association 's history. A n o r -
ganization meeting was held Apri l 22, 1952 and 
a constitution adopted. M r . T r e z z a w a s 
elected president. 

T w o meetings w e r e held during the past 
year. A panel discussed the problems of 
reserve book department administration in 
February . T h e chapter met jointly wi th the 
Col lege and Reference Section of P L A in M a y 
f o r a full day session in the new library 
building at LaSal le Col lege . T h e principal 
topic was l ibrary buildings. 

T h e N e w Jersey State Chapter is the 
Col lege and University Section of N J L A . 
Meet ings w e r e held under President D o r o t h y 
W . Ferguson on D e c e m b e r 6 at St. Peters 
Col lege , Jersey City, and at At lant ic City on 
M a y 1. A committee, chairmanned by M i s s 
M i r i a m Grosh , is work ing on closer statewide 
cooperation in interlibrary loans. A C R L 
membership w a s promoted through the news -
letter and at state meetings. M r s . A d a J. 
English was elected president of the section 
and the chapter f o r the coming year. M r . 
T h e o d o r e Epstein is president-elect, and M i s s 
C a r o l H a w k e s is secretary-treasurer. 

College Libraries Section 

( D o n a l d C . Davidson, C h a i rm an ) 

T h e Col lege Libraries Section devoted its 
attention to program activities, as the officers 
believed that committee operations at M i d -
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winter and annual meetings w e r e not a 
funct ion of this particular section. T h e par -
ticipation of section members in other activities 
and committees of A C R L and of A L A is to be 
encouraged. A t the M i d w i n t e r Meet ing , the 
section met with the University Libraries 
Section f o r a jo int ly planned panel on 
'Acquis i t i ons Pol i c ies : Fact or Fancy . " 

A t the Annua l Conference , the section had 
five discussion groups, each meeting twice, 
and reporting to the entire section. T h e 
theme w a s "Sett ing Standards f o r the Col lege 
L i b r a r y , " and covered budgets, circulation, 
service to outsiders, and personnel. T h e 
reaction of the participants w a s an enthusiastic 
endorsement of p rograms of this type wi thout 
f o r m a l panels, papers, or speakers. ( D C D ) 

Junior College Libraries Section 

( R u t h E. Scarborough, C h a i r m a n ) 

Principal business of the year centered 
around the programs at the M i d w i n t e r 
M e e t i n g and the Annua l Conference . T h e 
topic at the f o r m e r w a s " R e a d i n g P r o g r a m s 
and their Appl icat ion to the L i b r a r y , " which 
was discussed by Ruth N e w m a n and I ra 
Peskind of W r i g h t Junior Col lege , Chicago . 

W i t h the L o s Angeles C o n f e r e n c e topic of 
"Standards f o r Junior Co l l ege Librar ies , " the 
section embarked on a program of investigation 
that wi l l extend far beyond the actual c on -
ference. T h e panel speakers w e r e L . H e r m a n 
Smith of Pasadena City Col lege , Nel l ie M . 
H o m e s of Cot tey Junior Col lege , O s c a r H . 
Edinger of M o u n t San Anton io Col lege , John 
W . Canar io and Harr i e t G e n u n g of Riverside 
Junior Col lege . 

A statistical questionnaire w a s distributed 
with the M a y newsletter and the results w e r e 
being tabulated f o r publication in the fall 
newsletter . In another year, it is expected 
that a group of jun ior colleges wi l l be included 
in the statistics published annually in C&RL. 

T h r e e newsletters of considerable value 
w e r e issued during the year. T h e s e should be 
consulted f o r committee lists and business 
in format ion as w e l l as summaries of papers 
delivered at conferences . ( A T H ) 

Pure and Applied Science Section 

( R o b e r t E. Betts, C h a i r m a n ) 

T h e P u r e and Appl ied Science Section has 
completed its second year. T h e office of v ice-
chairman and chairman-elect w a s added in 

order to secure continuity f o r the affairs of the 
section. T h r e e issues of the news sheet w e r e 
issued. T h e s e contain section news, reports 
of committee activity, discussion of proposed 
n e w projects , summaries of the discussion 
groups held at M i d w i n t e r , and notes on new 
scientific and technical periodicals, books, and 
bibliographies. 

W i t h the publication of " A Recommended 
List of Basic Periodicals in Engineering and 
the Engineering Sciences," ACRL Monograph 
No. g, the first pro ject of P A S S has been 
brought to a successful conclusion. M r . 
W i l l i a m H . H y d e served as chairman of the 
Genera l Committee , which bore the responsi-
bility of editing the w o r k and overall planning, 
and w a s assisted by M r s . D o r o t h y M . 
Cros land and M r . E d w a r d A . C h a p m a n ; there 
w e r e twelve subcommittees, each having a 
chairman, which selected the outstanding tech-
nical periodicals in their respective fields. 
T h e r e are 553 titles in the List which w e r e 
chosen by 55 librarians and a number of 
engineering professors and practicing engi-
neers. F o r the first t ime librarians have a 
yardstick by which to measure their technical 
periodical collections. T h a n k s are due to M r . 
H y d e and to all w h o contributed to this out -
standing accomplishment. 

A t the M i d w i n t e r M e e t i n g of the C o m -
mittee on Relations with the U .S . Depar tment 
of Agr i cu l ture Library , it w a s reported by the 
committee chairman, M r . J . R . Blanchard, 
that progress was being made on the guide to 
agricultural reference l iterature which he, 
M r . H a r a l d Ostvo ld , and M i s s O r p h a 
Cummings , are w o r k i n g on together ; whem 
completed and published, this wi l l be a very 
valuable reference tool and yardstick f o r 
agricultural collections. M r s . M a r g a r e t 
Bryant of U S D A reported that w o r k had been 
started on a new supplementary list of "Serials 
Current ly Received by the U S D A L i b r a r y . " 

T h e section had under consideration the 
publication of an annual list of masters theses 
in engineering. Late in the spring, it w a s 
learned that the Biblio Press of W a s h i n g t o n 
had plans to publish a list of the masters 
theses awarded in 1952 in all the fields of 
science and technology. If this publication 
should materialize, it wi l l contribute much 
t o w a r d the bibliographic contro l of a large, 
uncharted area of research. 

T h e section is g r o w i n g rapidly and n o w has 
over 400 members . ( R E B ) 
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Erratum. In last year's report, I erred in 
attributing to this section the initiative in 
setting up the Committee on Engineering 
School Libraries by the American Society of 
Engineering Education. T h e Engineering 
School Libraries Committee of A S E E was 
established about the same time as A C R L ' s 
Engineering School Libraries Section, which 
later merged into P A S S . ( A T H ) 

Reference Librarians Section 
(Frances Stalker, Chairman) 

T h e new " C o d e f o r the Referra l of R e f -
erence Inquiries,"3 drawn up under the chair-
manship of M i s s Luci le M o r s c h , was adopted 
at the M i d w i n t e r Meet ing . M i s s Florence 
Gi f f ord , chairman of the Committee on N e w 
Reference T o o l s , announced the reprinting of 
Adeline's Art Dictionary. It was voted to 
continue and expand the Committee on W i l s o n 
Indexes. 

In Apri l , at the request of M i s s Ruth 
Rutzen, president of the Public Libraries 
Division, several members of the A R C L R e f -
erence Section in public libraries in the N e w 
Y o r k area were added to the W i l s o n Indexes 
Committee . M r . Jerome W i l c o x succeeded 
M r . M o r r i s Ge l fand as chairman. T h e vo t -
ing and check list f o r periodicals to be in-
cluded in the Readers Guide was sent out in 
November , 1952. T h e committee is n o w in 
the process of studying the International 
Index. 

Reviews of the Syntopicon, prepared by D r . 
Louis Shores, M i s s M a r g a r e t Pierson, and 
M r . Joseph Komidar , were prepared f o r the 
Apri l issue of C&RL. 

A questionnaire sent out by the Committee 
on N e w Reference T o o l s received a response 
of 510 out of 1488. T h e results received pub-
licity in the Saturday Review of M a r c h 21. 
T h e annual list of masters theses was listed as 
"most important" by a great number, and 
w o r k on it is under way. 

A reference section has been organized by 
the Public Libraries Div is ion ; it is designed 
to benefit the reference departments of smaller 
public libraries. W h i l e many members think 
that t w o reference sections in A L A will take 
care of the interests of all reference librarians, 
others think that a Reference Division should 
be f o rmed . T h e chairman recommends that

this matter receive first attention during the 
coming year. 

T h e annual meeting was held at L o s 
Angeles on June 26. M i s s Florence G i f f o r d 
presided in the absence of M i s s Stalker. T h e 
program was a panel discussion of research 
w o r k f or the movies and was participated in 
by research directors f r o m f our motion picture 
companies. A business meeting fo l l owed .

Libraries of Teacher Training Institutions 
Section 

(Bernadine C. Hanby, Cha irman) 

T h e section set up t w o standing committees. 
A committee under the leadership of M r . 
Dona ld W o o d s was given the assignment to 
study evaluative criteria f o r the teachers co l -
lege library. It concentrated on Schedule 7, 
" T h e L ibrary , " of the A A C T E standards. 
M r . W o o d s reported progress both at M i d -
winter and the Annual Conference . T h e sec-
ond committee under M a r y Louise Lyda was 
assigned the problem of compiling biblio-
graphic data on dissertations and essays, and 
of aiding organizations interested in publish-
ing and continuing such studies. Progress of 
the committee was reported at M i d w i n t e r and 
at the L o s Angeles Conference . 

A newsletter to cover the activities of the 
section is desirable. M a n y members have 
absolutely no contact with the organization 
since they cannot get to the M i d w i n t e r M e e t -
ing or the Annual A L A Conference . A news-
letter wou ld help to make these librarians feel 
to a greater extent a part of the section and its 
work . 

T h e chairman particularly appreciated the 
cooperation of M r . James Green, chairman-
elect, in planning the activities of the section. 
Such cooperation gives continuity to the w o r k 
of the section. ( B C H ) 

University Libraries Section 
( A r t h u r M c A n a l l y , Chairman) 

T h e four special committees appointed by 
the previous chairman were terminated wi th-
out report of substantial progress. T h e s e 
were appointed to study undergraduate li-
braries, in-service training, processing technical 
reports and decentralization of cataloging. 

Perhaps the section might proceed more 
satisfactorily with smaller topics and the case-
study approach to a problem area. T h u s , a 
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committee of five members might each w o r k 
independently in discovering and evaluating 
the solution to a problem in each of five 
libraries (no t his o w n l i b rary ) , then the 
conclusions compared, and a pooled report 
prepared by correspondence and revised by 
conference early in the Annua l or M i d w i n t e r 
meetings. T h e i r conclusions w o u l d be limited, 
it is true, but I believe w o u l d have definite 
interest and value to the membership. 

Such an approach w o u l d be limited also in 
that it w o u l d tend to reflect existing practices 
and solutions on ly ; but perhaps this could be 
offset partially through the evaluation part. 
O n the other hand, this approach might not 
prove happy f o r the individual "case l ibrary. "

organizational issue ( D e c e m b e r ) of the ALA 
Bulletin. Special mention should be made of 
the many services done by M a r i a n A . Y o u n g s , 
our representative on the Jo int M i c r o c a r d 
Committee . M i s s Y o u n g s w a s of invaluable 
service to the A C R L office in many matters 
connected with microcards . Likewise , ac-
knowledgement should be made to Burton W . 
Adkinson f o r his leadership of the Joint C o m -
mittee f o r the Protect ion of Cul tura l and 
Scientific Resources , a committee which was 
established on the initiative of this Assoc ia -
tion.

T h e summary of committee and section ac-
tivity does not do justice to the w o r k which so 
many loyal members have done to make the 
principal activities of the Associat ion success-
ful . I feel a special debt to President Sever-
ance f o r his wise leadership and unfail ing 

diligence applied to all aspects of his duties. 
T h e Associat ion lost a servant of rare talent 
and diligence when M r s . Lill ian M . Shepherd 
resigned her post as secretary. H e r place has 
been taken by M i s s Elaine C . Mitche l l , an 
equally competent and devoted servant of 
A C R L . 

T h e A C R L office has had the cooperat ion of 
the A L A staff, both clerical and professional , 
at all times during the year. Relationships 
are cordial , in formal , and pleasant. A t A L A 
headquarters there is a healthy feeling of 
unity and w o r k i n g together, f r o m M r . 
Burgess, janitor extraordinary and friend to 
us all, on up the line to M r s . Stevenson and 
M r . C l i f t . A l l A C R L members should be 
grate fu l to M i s s Beatty f o r her w o r k in 
making our arrangements at the M i d w i n t e r 
M e e t i n g and Annua l Conference , as wel l as 
f o r her cooperat ion in membership p r o m o -
tion.
