A n unusually extensive 

Acquisitions, Gifts, col lection of books il-
Collections lustrated and decorated 

by R e x W h i s t l e r has 
just been acquired by the University of Cal i -
fornia L ibrary at L o s Angeles . T h e seventy-
f our items comprise three quarters of the 
printed books and pamphlets decorated by the 
English artist, w h o was noted f o r his ability 
to capture the humor and co lor of the G e o r g i -
ans and Victor ians in his illustrations f o r 
British publications. T h e untimely death of 
R e x W h i s t l e r during the w a r cut short the 
career of an artist w h o accomplished much 
and w h o w o u l d have certainly received even 
greater recognition had he survived the con-
flict. T h e collection contains all except three 
of the more desirable books listed by his 
brother Laurence in the Check-Lis t published 
in 1948. M o s t of the items are in fine condi -
tion, and practically all are in their original 
dust wrappers . 

T h e Library has also received a collection 
(193 items in 311 vo lumes ) of the books pub-
lished in the nineteenth century by the English 
publisher, W i l l i a m Pickering. T h e collection 
supplements the famous Sadleir Col lect ion of 
x ix th Century Fiction in an interesting w a y ; 
f o r most of the publications of Pickering w e r e 
editions of classical and English authors, finely 
printed and wel l edited, many of them f o r the 
first time, representing the best of l iterary and 
historical writings, f r o m Chaucer to E d w a r d 
Fitzgerald . Included are such rare and im-
portant items as the first Pickering publica-
tion, the D i a m o n d Classic edition of H o r a c e , 
1820; Stothard's Alphabet, 1830, a large paper 
proof copy in w r a p p e r s ; all of the W r e a t h 
Editions in fine copies ; Blake's Songs of In-
nocence, 1839; a s we l l as the seldom seen 
and much sought f o r Euclid Elements, 1847, 
printed in three brilliant colors, in addition 
to black, with symbols and diagrams through-
out, "used instead of letters f o r the greater 
ease of learners ." T h e r e is also a large paper 
edition of L o w n d e s ' Bibliographer's Manual, 
1834, bound in ful l leather, with a letter f r o m 
the compiler to the publisher laid in. P icker -
ing did m o r e than any other single man to 
raise the standard of book produc t i on—of 
subject matter, typography, and b ind ing—dur -
ing the first half of the nineteenth century, 

and this collection excellently illustrates his 
important contribution to English publishing. 

T h e University of Pennsylvania L ibrary re-
cently acquired the official papers of Samuel 
Jackson Randal l ( 1 8 2 9 - 1 8 9 0 ) . Randal l was 
a D e m o c r a t i c Representative to Congress 
f r o m Philadelphia, f r o m 1862 until his death. 
H e w a s a leader of the D e m o c r a t i c minority 
during the Grant , Hayes , and Gar f i e ld -Ar thur 
administrations and was Speaker of the H o u s e 
f o r the counting of the ballots of the H a y e s -
T i l d e n election. A s a Pennsylvanian, he 
stood f o r a protective tariff which blocked 
further rise in his o w n party. 

A l s o included are biographies of the other 
m a j o r figures of the per iod ; Blaine, Reed, 
Carlisle, and Garf ie ld have all been we l l done. 
Y e t beyond the DAB article little is known 
about Randall . T h e s e papers, which arrived 
in fourteen large cases, cover the years 1844 
to 1890 and deal primarily with his activities 
as a professional politician, although there -s 
some personal material as wel l . A t present 
the collection is being arranged and wil l soon 
be available f o r use. 

T h e unpublished manuscripts of the great 
philosopher, mathematician, scientist, and his-
torian, G o t t f r i e d W i l h e l m Leibniz (1646 -
1716) , preserved in H a n o v e r , G e r m a n y , wi l l 
soon be available to scholars in this country. 
T h e University of Pennsylvania has received a 
grant-in-aid f r o m the Rockefe l l er Foundat ion 
f o r the reproduction on microf i lm of this in-
valuable treasure. T h e film wil l be deposited 
at the L ibrary of the University, and interested 
scholars wi l l be able to use there both this 
manuscript material and the most complete 
collection of printed w o r k s of and on Leibniz , 
in the possession of D r . Paul Schrecker, p r o -
fessor of philosophy at the University. M o r e 
than one hundred thousand handwritten pages 
wi l l thus become accessible to thp historians 
of philosophy, science, religion, diplomacy, 
international law, and many other fields. A t 
the same time, a safeguard wil l be provided 
against future loss and deterioration of this 
irreplaceable monument. T h e State L ibrary 
in H a n o v e r , which Leibniz directed during 
for ty years of his life, has kindly cooperated in 
this project . 

Fondren Library of Southern M e t h o d i s t 
University, Dal las , T e x a s , received one of the 
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first sets of microcards of the ten geophysical 
journals which w e r e sponsored by the Society 
of Explorat ion Geophysicists and published 
by the M i c r o c a r d Foundat ion . T h e s e cards 
are but part of the l ibrary which the Dal las 
Geophysical Society is helping build up at 
S M U . T h e pro ject of microcarding these 
journals was conceived by D r . M i l t o n D o b r i n 
of M a g n o l i a Pet ro l eum Company , author of 
Introduction to Geophysical Prospecting, 
while consulting with S M U librarians about 
needed library items. H e interested the D a l -
las Geophysical Society and the Society of 
Explorat ion Geophysicists and finally carried 
the pro ject through to completion. 

Last Apr i l the O l ive t N a z a r e n e Co l l ege 
Library , Kankakee, Illinois, purchased a large 
part of the l ibrary of w h a t w a s Canterbury 
Col lege , Danvi l le , Indiana. I t is expected 
that the processing of the new vo lumes wi l l 
be completed during the academic year. 

Construct ion is in progress on 
Buildings a n e w ^ r a r y at N o r t h Central 

Col lege , Napervi l le , Illinois, de-
signed to house both the college 

l ibrary and the l ibrary of the Evangelical 
T h e o l o g i c a l Seminary. T h e building is ex -
pected to be occupied by the fall of 1954. 

Prel iminary plans f o r a n e w library build-
ing at O l ive t N a z a r e n e Co l l ege L ibrary , 
Kankakee, Illinois, have been drawn up and 
funds are n o w being raised with the hope that 
construction may start in the next t w o years. 

M i c h i g a n State Col lege , East Lansing, 
broke ground f o r its new library building on 
N o v e m b e r 23.

A 
traveling exhibit of twenty-six panels has been 
prepared and made available to libraries, and 
a booklet wi th commentary by M a r k V a n 
D o r e n and illustrated f r o m the panels of a 
larger exhibit has been published. 

T h e G r a d u a t e L ibrary School, University 
of Chicago , held a special summer W o r k s h o p 
on " T h e C o r e of Educat ion f o r L ibrar ian-
ship," Augus t 10-14. T h e seventy partici -
pants, half of w h o m w e r e l ibrary school fac -
ulty members , agreed unanimously that there 
is a c o m m o n core in the education f o r li-

brarianship, and reached substantial agree-
ment in the general areas of knowledge which 
the c o m m o n core includes. A summary re-
port of the deliberations wi l l be made to all 
participants, and there is some possibility that 
it may receive general distribution. 

In order to enable Amer i can scholars to 
learn m o r e about the problems and develop-
ments of twentieth century Islam, and at the 
same time to provide opportunity f o r M o s l e m 
scholars to visit the United States and to dis-
cuss these problems with Amer i can scholars, 
the L ibrary of Congress and Princeton U n i -
versity organized a conference last September. 
T h e gathering w a s known as the " C o l l o q u i u m 
on Is lamic Cu l ture in Its Relation to the C o n -
temporary W o r l d . " 

T h e 1953 " B o o k s in Pr int , " Index to the 
Publishers T r a d e List Annual , w a s edited this 
past summer in the l ibrary of Franklin and 
M a r s h a l l Col lege , Lancaster , Pennsylvania, 
by a new group headed by H e r b e r t B. A n -
staett, l ibrarian, and by M r . and M r s . Jacques 
Cattel l of the Science Press. T h e techniques 
used in this big publishing venture are de-
scribed in an illustrated article in Publishers' 
IVeekly, September 12, 1953. Both the p r o j -
ect itself and the methods employed could have 
important implications f o r libraries. 

Changes in several T e x a s institutions have 
affected undergraduate departments of l ibrary 
science. T h e Departments of L ibrary Science 
at Stephen F. Austin State Col lege , N a c o g -
doches, and at T e x a s Southern University, 
Houston , have been discontinued. 

W . L . W i l l i a m s o n is writ ing his disserta-
tion at the G r a d u a t e L ibrary School of the 
University of Chicago on W i l l i a m Frederick 
Poo l e and the library movement of the nine-
teenth century. M r . W i l l i a m s o n wi l l be 
grate fu l to anyone w h o wi l l in form him of the 
whereabouts of any correspondence or other 
material useful f o r his purpose. H e wi l l 
particularly appreciate it if l ibrarians with 
records extending back to 1894 wi l l institute 
a search f o r Poo l e letters in their files.

T h e L a w School of N e w Y o r k University 
has published an impressive research tool in 
the field of A n g l o - A m e r i c a n l a w and its re -
lated subjects in the social sciences, which 
should eliminate many of the wasted hours 
spent in legal research. Compi led and edited 
over a period of five years by its l a w librarian, 
Julius J . M a r k e , and entitled A Catalogue of 
the Law Collection at New York Univer-
sity with Selected Annotations ( N e w Y o r k , 
T h e L a w Center Foundat ion of N e w Y o r k 
University, 1953, 1372 p., $22 .50 ) , its purpose 
is to guide the researcher in the selection of 
sources of legal information. T h i s is ac-
complished by classifying the l iterature of the 
l a w under pertinent subject headings and add-
ing annotations describing and critically evalu-
ating the contents thereof . Approx imate ly 
45,000 titles are so treated representing about 
120,000 books of the w o r k i n g collection of a 
leading l a w library. T h e catalogue is divided 
into 11 sections under the f o l l o w i n g headings: 
Sources of the L a w ; His to ry of L a w and Its 
Institutions; Publ ic and Private L a w ; ( a r -
ranged by subject ) Comparat ive L a w ; Jur is -
prudence and Philosophy of L a w ; Polit ical 
and Economic T h e o r y ; T r i a l s ; B iography ; 
L a w and L i t e r a t u r e ; Periodicals and O t h e r 

Serial Publ icat ions ; Re ference M a t e r i a l . A 
careful ly prepared subject index of more than 
4000 headings, as we l l as an alphabetical index 
of all the books classified under subjects, add 
to the research value of this too l . 

T h e second edition of Newspapers on Mi-
crofilm, compiled under the direction of 
G e o r g e A . Schwegmann, Jr. , has been pub-
lished by the L ibrary of Congress (1953, 126 
p., $2.25, order f r o m C a r d D i v i s i o n ) . Both 
Amer i can and foreign newspapers are in-
cluded. 

The Miracle of Language, by Char l ton 
Laird , is a new publication of T h e W o r l d 
Publishing C o m p a n y (Cleve land , 1953, 308 
p., $ 4 . 0 0 ) . W h e t h e r he is discussing " L i n -
guistic Ellis I s land" or " T h e Bugs and Imps 
in our L a n g u a g e , " Pro f essor La i rd uses a 
s tra ight forward style which makes this study 
of language very readable. 

Research librarians wil l be interested in a 
n e w publication issued by the O x f o r d U n i v e r -
sity Press. T h i s is Radioactive Isotopes, an 
Introduction to their Preparation, Measure-
ment, and Use, by W . J. W h i t e h o u s e and J. 
L . Putman ( O x f o r d , at the C larendon Press, 
1953, 424 p., $10 .00 ) . 

Tudor Poetry and Prose, selected f r o m 
early editions and manuscripts and edited by 
J. W i l l i a m Hebe l , H o y t H . Hudson , F . R . 
Johnson, A . W . Green , and R o b e r t Hoopes , 
has been published by App le ton -Century -
C r o f t s ( N e w Y o r k , 1953, 1375 p., $ 7 . 5 0 ) . 
T h i s vo lume includes the material on 16th 
century English writers that was in Hebe l 
and Hudson ' s Poetry of the English Renais-
sance ( C r o f t s , 1929 ) , and Hebe l , H u d s o n , 
Johnson, and Green ' s Prose of the English 
Renaissance ( A p p l e t o n - C e n t u r y - C r o f t s , 1952 ) . 
Supplementary notes to the Poetry part have 
been included, as wel l as editions and w o r k s 
of critical commentary issued since 1929. 

O f particular interest to reference l ibrari -
ans is the article entitled Counselor Librarian-
ship by W i l l i a m H . O . Scott which appeared 
in the September 1953 issue of the Illinois 
Library Association Record (v . 7, p. 3 - 8 ) . 
It describes the l ibrary instruction and ad-
visement program at the Chicago U n d e r g r a d u -
ate Divis ion L ibrary of the University of 
Illinois.

HOWARD H . PECKHAM, the newly appointed 

d irec tor of the W i l l i a m L . C lements L i b r a r y 
of A m e r i c a n H i s t o r y at the Univers i ty of 
M i c h i g a n , is returning to a l ibrary that he 

he k n o w s intimately. 
F r o m 1936 to 1944 
he w a s c u r a t o r of 
manuscr ipts at C l e m -
ents and closely asso-
ciated w i th R a n d o l p h 
A d a m s and C o l t o n 
Storm. In 1945 he 
l e f t C lements to b e -
c o m e d irector of 
the Indiana H i s t o r i -
cal Bureau , a state 
agency responsible f o r 
the p r o m o t i o n of his-

torical research and the publ icat ion of d o c u -
mentary and other materials relating to the 
history of Indiana. In addit ion to his duties 
in the Bureau , M r . P e c k h a m in 1945 also 
became secretary o f the Indiana His tor i ca l 
Society, thus cont inuing a cooperat ive re la-
tionship whi ch has given distinction to Indiana 
historical w o r k . T h e Society possesses in the 
W i l l i a m H e n r y Smith M e m o r i a l L i b r a r y an 
excel lent co l lect ion of pr imary mater ia ls on 
the history of the state and the o ld N o r t h -
west . T h e offices of the B u r e a u and the 
Smith L i b r a r y are located in the State L i b r a r y 
at Indianapol is , w h e r e M r . P e c k h a m had ac -
cess both to the historical co l lect ions o f the 
State L i b r a r y and to the counsel of M r . 
H a r o l d Br igham, the State L ibrar ian , w i th 
w h o m he co l laborated o f ten in practical m a t -
ters of l ibrary administrat ion and policy. 

O f the many accompl ishments of M r . P e c k -
ham in Indiana, only a f e w can be listed, 
f r o m 1945 to 1953, the membership in the 
His tor i ca l Society g r e w f r o m 1344 to 2018. 
H e w a s responsible f o r revital iz ing the c o m -
mittee w o r k o f the Society and the J u n i o r 
His tor i ca l Society, f o r o rganiz ing semi-annual 
meetings held t h r o u g h o u t the state, f o r ap-
pointing county historians charged wi th the 
preservat ion of local records , and f o r support -
ing the historical institutes o rganized by R o s s 
F . L o c k r i d g e . H e enlisted the support of 
private interests and w a s thus able to 
strengthen great ly the Smith L i b r a r y by a 
plan of acquisition that stressed or ig inal 
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French and English accounts and Indiana im-
prints. T h e publ icat ion p r o g r a m of the H i s -
torical B u r e a u during recent years reflects 
his influence. A m o n g many publications, spe-
cial notice attaches to the beaut i fu l Journals 
and Indian Paintings of George Winter, wh i ch 
w o n the a w a r d of the A m e r i c a n Assoc iat ion of 
State and L o c a l H i s t o ry , and to R . C . Buley ' s 
The Old Northwest, which w o n a Pu l i t zer 
a w a r d . M r . P e c k h a m f o u n d time himself 
to w r i t e five b o o k s : A Brief History of 
Indiana ( w i t h D o n a l d F . C a r m o n y ) , 1946 ; 
Invitation to Book Collecting ( w i t h C o l t o n 
S t o r m ) , 1947 ; Pontiac and the Indian Upris-
ing, 1947 ; Letters from Fighting Hoosiers, 
1948 ; and William Henry Harrison, Young 
Tippecanoe, 1951. H i s " H i s t o r i c a l A l m a n a c s " 
w e r e a f eature each D e c e m b e r in the Indiana 
Historical Bulletin. I t is hoped that the b ib-
l iographical survey of Indiana imprints, on 
which he is presently engaged with D r . C . K . 
Byrd , may soon be completed and published. 

H a v i n g been born in M i c h i g a n and educated 
at the Univers i ty of M i c h i g a n it is logical 
and inevitable that M r . P e c k h a m should be 
recal led to Clements , part icularly in v i e w of 
his accomplishments as administrator , l i -
brarian, and historian. Indiana has lost an 
able man but, it must be f rankly a c k n o w l -
edged, Indiana w a s f o r tunate in having the 
loan of him f o r eight y e a r s .

HELEN M . WORDEN has been appointed 
assistant l ibrarian in charge of service at the 
Univers i ty of Ca l i f o rn ia . In this post she 
succeeds Jean H . M c F a r l a n d , w h o has re -
signed to be marr ied . 

A native of Ca l i f o rn ia , M r s . W o r d e n is a 
graduate of the Univers i ty , having received 
her A . B . in history, in 1937, and a certi f icate 
f r o m the School of L ibrar ianship the f o l l o w -
ing year . She started her career w i th U C in 
1938 as b ib l iographer in the o rder department , 
later serving at the periodical desk, and in 
the re ference department . In 1942 she w a s 
a w a r d e d an M .

D u r i n g 1943-44 she w a s on l e a v e - o f -
absence to set up archives f o r A A F Inte l l i -
gence, H i s to r i ca l Div is ion , in W a s h i n g t o n , 
D .

She also 
prepared a comprehens ive w o r k i n g paper on 
binding whi ch has been used as a basis f o r dis-
cussions o f b inding prob lems on the several 
campuses of the Univers i ty of C a l i f o r n i a . 

A s assistant l ibrarian, M r s . W o r d e n wi l l 
be in charge of the l ibrary 's publ ic service 
departments as we l l as most of its branch l i -
braries.

Start ing his career in l ibrary service as a 
page, P r o f . Pos te w a s

H e received his B . A .

Univers i ty , and in 
1942 received the 
B.S. degree f r o m the 
Schoo l o f L i b r a r y 
Service, C o l u m b i a 
Univers i ty . D u r i n g 
1942-43, until his in-
duct ion into the 

armed services, he w a s acting l ibrar ian of 
C o l u m b i a C o l l e g e L i b r a r y , C o l u m b i a U n i v e r -
sity. A c t i v e in pro fess ional associations, he 

is a l i fe m e m b e r of A L A and a l i fe f e l l o w of 
the L i b r a r y Assoc iat ion . 

P r o f . Poste , w h o served overseas f o r fifty 
months , is w r i t i n g his doc to ra l dissertation 
on Army Archival and Library Activities 
Overseas During World War II. W h i l e 
overseas, dur ing whi ch t ime he rose f r o m 
private to first l ieutenant, he served as li-
brar ian of the A r m y I n f o r m a t i o n - E d u c a t i o n 
Staff Schoo l in E u r o p e , l ibraries specialist 
officer f o r M i l i t a r y G o v e r n m e n t W u e r t t e m -
b e r g / B a d e n in G e r m a n y , and d irec tor of the 
U . S . I n f o r m a t i o n Centers in L a n d Hesse . 
H i s service also included t ime w i th the G u i d -
ance Section of the A r m e d F o r c e s Institute in 
Eng land , and he w a s D e p u t y P u b l i c Re lat ions 
Of f i cer f o r M i l i t a r y G o v e r n m e n t W u e r t t e m -
b e r g / B a d e n .

U p o n the comple t i on of his residence w o r k 
in 1949 at the G r a d u a t e L i b r a r y School , M r . 
Pos te became head o f the D e p a r t m e n t of 
L i b r a r y Science at the Univers i ty of K e n -
tucky. D u r i n g his administrat ion, the f a l l -
spring enro l lment , inc luding both extension 
and a 75 per cent increase on the campus , 
m o r e than tripled. In 1953, upon its t w e n t y -
first birthday, the schoo l g raduated the largest 
n u m b e r of l ibrar ians in its history. 

Still in his mid-thirt ies , P r o f . Pos te br ings 
a matur i ty of o u t l o o k and a phi losophy of 
l ibrary service gained f r o m his w e a l t h of 
exper ience to his n e w posit ion as d i rec tor of 
the Schoo l of L ibrar ianship at the Univers i ty 
of D e n v e r . H e is e n d o w e d wi th the vision, 
talent, w a r m t h of personality , and inspiring 
leadership whi ch necessari ly combine to bring 
any ob jec t ive to f ru i t ion . H i s successes in l i -
b rary educat ion at the Univers i ty of K e n t u c k y 
prov ide a sound f o u n d a t i o n f o r the chal lenges 
he w i l l face at the Univers i ty o f D e n v e r . —

R o d ' s 
credit wh i l e l ibrarian at A u g u s t a n a are the 
m o d e r n i z a t i o n of the main reading r o o m and 
a general i m p r o v e m e n t in the administrative 
rout ines and procedures of the l ibrary .
