
ACRL at Conference 

A C R L membership adopted the new 
A C R L Constitution and Bylaws ( C R L Sep-
tember, 1957) in an overwhelming vote at 
its meeting in San Francisco Ju ly 15. Prior 
to the final approval of the Constitution, 
changes recommended in amendments pro-
posed by the Steering Committee of the 
University Libraries Section ( C R L May, 
1958) were incorporated into the document. 
These changes relate to the composition of 
the A C R L Board of Directors. They elimi-
nate section directors as members of the 
Board, make the A L A councilors nominated 
by A C R L non-voting directors, and give 
voting membership on the Board to the 
chairman, vice-chairman, and immediate 
past chairman of each section. President 
Eileen Thornton ruled that all board mem-
bers already elected shall serve out their 
terms; this, in effect, makes the creation 
of the Board under the new Constitution 
gradual . It will not be completed until 
1962. 

Other procedural activities within A C R L 
saw the adoption of Bylaws by the new 
Subject Specialists Section and the com-
pletion of the organization of the R a r e 
Books Section. T h e latter section elected 
its first full set of officers: J . Terry Bender, 
chairman; J a m e s T . Babb, vice-chairman 
and chairman-elect; J o h n Cook Wyllie, sec-
retary; and Herbert T . F. Cahoon, director. 

T h e highlight of A C R L programs was 
Mark Schorer's i l luminating talk " T h e 
Harassed Humanit ies . " Speeches by J u l i o L . 
Bortolazzo to the J u n i o r College Libraries 
Section, Mary C. Wright and Howard Win-
ger to the Subject Specialists Section were 
especially well received. 

R a r e books were emphasized in three very 
successful programs. L . Dorothy Bevis spoke 
to the College Library Section on " R a r e 
Books: Luxury or Necessity in the College 
L ibrary . " Miss Bevis emphasized the use-
fulness and importance of primary mate-
rials and rare books in imaginative and 
effective teaching. For the R a r e Books Sec-
tion Rober t O. Dougan drew upon his 
experiences as a leading Irish librarian for 
an informative talk. Another session of the 

section heard a panel of Bay Area librar-
ians describe the special collections in the 
area. 

T h e section reported progress in the work 
on a rare books manual . Suggestions for 
future projects include (1) the preserva-
tion of mint copies of books by contem-
porary authors, (2) filling the existing gap 
in the Internationale Bibliographie des 
Bucks- und Bibliothekwesens, (3) prep-
aration of a guide to the best editions of 
prolific authors of the fifteenth through 
eighteenth centuries, (4) compilation of a 
new edition of Fabricius's Bibliotheca 
Mediae et Infimae Latinitatis, (5) periodi-
cal assessments of lacunae in the libraries 
working with rare books, (6) index lists 
of the seventeenth-century publications of 
the continental European countries, (7) in-
dex list of eighteenth-century publications 
in English, (8) a continuing list of useful 
bibliographies in the field of rare books 
which are not covered by the Bibliographic 
Index, (9) a continuation, 1830-1870, of 
Early American Plays, and (10) encourage-
ment of participation by libraries in the 
compilation of American Literary Manu-
scripts, a nationwide survey of resources 
sponsored by the American Literature 
Group of the Modern Language Association 
of America. T h e tentative announcement 
of a Rare Books Seminar p lanned as a 
pre-conference activity in connection with 
ALA' s Washington Conference in 1959 was 
well received. 

Informative and interesting panel pro-
grams were presented at the University Li-
braries Section's program and at the meet-
ing of the Teacher Education Libraries 
Section. Another lively panel discussion was 
presented as an open meeting of A C R L ' s 
Committee on Standards. Th i s session elic-
ited a number of constructive suggestions 
concerning the present draft of college li-
brary standards prepared by the commit-
tee. T h e committee hopes to incorporate 
many of these suggestions in a revision to 
be worked out in the fall and to have a 
final version of the standards ready by 
Midwinter. 
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ALA's assignment of the direction of the 
University of Rangoon Social Sciences Li-
brary Project to A C R L was enthusiastically 
accepted by the Board of Directors. T h e 
Board accepted with thanks the report of 
the Special Committee on Activities De-
velopment, and that committee was dis-
charged. T o carry on its work in a differ-
ent area the Board authorized a divisional 
Committee on Organization. Also author-
ized were a standing committee on budget 
and special committees on National Li-
brary Week and on the relationship be-
tween the law library and the general li-
brary of a university. 

T h e Foundation Grants Committee re-
ported the continuation of its program. 
Thirty-one thousand five hundred dollars 
will be distributed in sub-grants this fall. 
An additional $5,000 will be distributed in 
grants of library equipment through a com-
mittee of the College Libraries Section. 

Nearly all of A C R L ' s other committees 

held meetings during Conference and made 
progress reports to the Board. T h e work 
of the special committee to investigate an 
awards program for A C R L was continued 
to Midwinter. Stanley West reported an 
early start on the work of the 1958/59 
Nominating Committee. 

Attendance at A C R L meetings in San 
Francisco was high. Over a thousand heard 
Mr. Schorer's talk. Overflow crowds greeted 
the speakers at the meetings of the Rare 
Books Section and the University Libraries 
Section. T h e A L A Council's acceptance of 
a committee report strictly limiting Mid-
winter to business meetings (with no gen-
eral sessions or program meetings) may well 
change the character of A C R L ' s participa-
tion in both the Midwinter Meetings and 
the A L A Annual Conferences in the future. 
Plans for A C R L ' s activities at the Wash-
ington Conference are already being made 
by a committee under the chairmanship of 
Alton Kel ler .—R. B. H. 

ACRL Grants for 1958 
A C R L ' s Foundation Grants Committee 

will distribute this fall sub-grants totalling 
approximately $30,000 from funds en-
trusted to it by the United States Steel 
Foundation, Inc., the C.B.S. Foundation, 
Inc., and Nationwide Insurance, of Colum-
bus, Ohio. Application forms will be dis-
tributed in September to eligible libraries 
—the libraries of privately supported uni-
versities and four-year colleges. 

Commenting on this fourth year of 
A C R L ' s grants program at San Francisco, 
President Eileen Thornton said: "We are 
delighted that it is possible to continue 
A C R L ' s grants to college and university 
libraries. T h e catalytic effect of even a 
small sub-grant to a library struggling for 
funds is almost beyond measure. It is a 
great boost, also, to know that the won-
derful support of our program by the 
United States Steel Foundation is attracting 
the support of other corporations too." 

T h e 1958 program will be quite similar 
to the grants programs of the last three 
years. It will emphasize sub-grants to fill 
needs for books and periodicals. T h e inter-
ests of the new donors to the program sug-

gest that at least three grants will be made 
in the general subject area of communica-
tions and two in the field of business ad-
ministration. 

Last year ninety-six sub-grants were made 
to college and university libraries from 
funds administered by A C R L . More than 
three hundred libraries have been aided 
during the history of the program. 

Mrs. Dorothy M. Crosland, Director of 
Libraries at the Georgia Institute of Tech-
nology, Atlanta, is chairman of the com-
mittee. Other members are Humphrey G. 
Bousfield, Chief Librarian, Brooklyn Col-
lege, Brooklyn, N. Y.; Theodore A. Distler, 
Executive Director, Association of Amer-
ican Colleges, Washington, D. C.; Arthur T .

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Brief of Minutes 
ACRL Board of Directors 

J u l y 14, 1958 

T h e A C R L Board of Directors met at 
the Sheraton Palace Hotel in San Fran-
cisco on Monday, July 14.

After a brief report f rom Mr. Orr stat-
ing that ALA's Program Evaluation and 
Budget Committee had approved ACRL's 
1958/59 budget substantially as requested, 
President T h o r n t o n suggested that the 
Board establish itself as a committee of the 
whole and proceed to discuss generally the 
major problems facing ACRL. 

First among the topics discussed were the 
status of the Subject Specialists Section and 
the status of the Rare Books Section within 
ACRL. General discussion elicited no feel-
ing that the establishment of these sections 
is in any way contrary to the principles of 
ALA reorganization. 

Mr. Severance and Mr. Shores reported 
to the Board concerning possible action by 
ALA's Committee on Organization on the 
disposition of book selection activities. 
Lively discussion followed with participa-
tion by nearly all of the Board members. 

Fur ther discussion concerned plans for 
the Membership Meeting and the proce-
dures to be followed in assuring a fair 
hearing for both the amendments to the 
Consti tution and Bylaws proposed by the 

Steering Committee of the University Li-
braries Section and any objections to those 
amendments. Wi th the help of Ra lph 
Blasingame, who volunteered to serve as 
par l iamentar ian for ACRL, plans were 
worked out for the conduct of the Member-
ship Meeting. 

J U L Y 1 7 , 1 9 5 8 

ACRL's second Board meeting was held 
at the Civic Audi tor ium on Thursday, 
July 17.

Miss T h o r n t o n opened the meet ing with 
a statement confirming her rul ing at the 
Membership Meeting, that the amendments 
adopted there changing the constituency of 
ACRL's Board of Directors would go into 
effect gradually and that all officers al-
ready elected would serve out their terms. 

Mr. Harwell reported that A C R L had 
been requested by ALA to serve as the ad-
ministrative uni t for the University of Ran-
goon Social Sciences Library, a project sup-
ported by the Ford Foundat ion through 
the University of Rangoon and ALA. H e 
said that Mr. Paul H . Bixler, Librarian of 
Antioch College, Yellow Springs, Ohio, had 
been appointed by ALA to serve as Library 
Adviser for the project. T h e Board au-
thorized the President to establish an Ad-
visory Committee to administer the project. 

President-Elect Branscomb reported on 
the status in Congress of H . R. 13247, a 
bill for federal support for educational fa-
cilities, and the Board voted to instruct 
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the Pres ident to compose a le t ter to appro-
pr ia te congressmen endors ing a n d u rg ing 
passage of the bill. 

Miss T h o r n t o n t h a n k e d C h a i r m a n Carl-
son for the work of his Special Commi t t e e 
on Activit ies Deve lopmen t , n o t i n g tha t the 
commit tee ' s r epo r t h a d been pub l i shed in 
the May issue of CRL a n d descr ib ing it as 
an idea d o c u m e n t . Mr . Branscomb moved 
tha t the r e p o r t be accepted. T h e Boa rd 
voted tha t the r e p o r t of the Special Com-
mi t t ee on Activit ies D e v e l o p m e n t be ac-
cepted, tha t the Board express its d e e p ap-
prec ia t ion to the commi t tee for its long 
a n d h a r d work in a difficult area, a n d tha t 
the commi t tee be discharged. Mr . Pa rke r 
p roposed tha t a s imilar e x a m i n a t i o n should 
be m a d e of A C R L ' s organiza t ion a n d moved 
the es tab l i shment of a Commi t t e e o n Or-
ganiza t ion . T h e Board vo ted tha t such a 
commi t tee be established. 

T h e Board accepted the r e p o r t of Mr . 
H a m l i n for the C o m m i t t e e on F o u n d a t i o n 
Gran t s a n d voted tha t the Execut ive Sec-
re tary be ins t ruc ted to convey to the do-
nors to the cu r r en t F o u n d a t i o n Gran t s Pro-
g ram the thanks of the Board fo r the i r con-
t r ibu t ions . 

Mr . BraAscomb proposed the authoriza-
t ion of a Budge t C o m m i t t e e to be com-
posed of the Pres ident , Vice-President , a n d 
Past Pres iden t of A C R L , a n d the Exec-
ut ive Secretary. T h e Board so au thor ized . 

Mr . Branscomb also moved that , in com-
pl iance wi th a reques t f r o m ALA, the Board 
au thor ize the es tab l i shment of an ad hoc 
Commi t t ee on N a t i o n a l L ibra ry Week . T h e 
Board so voted . 

Section repor t s were h e a r d f r o m cha i rmen 
Ell inger, Mul le r , a n d W y n n e . Dup l i ca t ed 
repor t s of the o the r sections were m a d e 
avai lable to the Board members . Commit -
tee repor t s were h e a r d f r o m Mr . Hi r sch 
a n d Mr . Fage rhaugh . Mr . T a u b e r m a d e a 
few remarks a b o u t CRL. T h e Board voted 
tha t Mr . Fagerhaugh ' s Commi t t e e T o In-
vestigate the need for an Awards Commit -

tee con t inue its work a n d m a k e a final re-
po r t at Midwin te r . I t vo ted the establish-
m e n t of a commi t tee of A C R L to exp lore 
the r e l a t ionsh ip be tween the law school 
l ibrary a n d the genera l l ibrary of a uni-
versity. 

Miss T h o r n t o n in i t i a ted some discussion 
on how var ious act ions of the A L A Counci l 
at the San Francisco Confe rence wou ld af-
fect the f u t u r e work of A C R L . Par t icular ly 
called to the a t t e n t i o n of the Board were 
the Counci l ' s r u l i n g tha t the M i d w i n t e r 
mee t ing should be strictly l imi ted to neces-
sary business meet ings a n d Counci l ' s ac-
ceptance of ALA's Commi t t e e on Organi-
zat ion 's r epo r t d i s t r ibu t ing book selection 
activities to the type-of-activity divisions 
wi th the responsibi l i t ies of in i t i a t ion a n d 
review r e m a i n i n g wi th the type-of-library 
divisions. Miss T h o r n t o n p o i n t e d o u t tha t 
the new r u l i n g conce rn ing M i d w i n t e r may 
very possibly m a k e an o p p o r t u n i t y fo r ef-
fective Board meet ings a n d al low more con-
cen t ra t ion on t h o u g h t f u l p rog ram schedul-
ing for the a n n u a l summer conference . She 
r epo r t ed tha t she h a d a t t e n d e d an A d u l t 
Services Division m e e t i n g which discussed 
book selection p rob lems a n d tha t she was 
encouraged to bel ieve tha t tha t type-of-ac-
tivity division wou ld s u p p o r t the projects 
tha t migh t be in i t i a t ed by A C R L . 

Mr . Mul l e r c o m m e n t e d on the difficulties 
of m e m b e r s h i p pa r t i c ipa t ion in the sum-
m e r conference because of the heavy sched-
ule of A L A activities a n d suggested tha t 
wha tever possible be d o n e to rel ieve the 
s t rain of conference schedul ing. 

Miss T h o r n t o n reques ted the Board to 
send suggestions fo r A C R L officers a n d 
Counc i l member s to Stanley West , Chair-
m a n of the N o m i n a t i n g Commi t t ee . W i t h 
thanks to he r colleagues d u r i n g h e r ad-
min i s t r a t ion as A C R L Pres ident , she passed 
the gavel to the President-Elect , Lewis 
Branscomb, who a d j o u r n e d the mee t ing 
a f t e r a p p r o p r i a t e thanks to Miss T h o r n t o n 
herself.

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University of Rangoon Social Sciences Library 
ALA will administer a grant of $180,-

000 from the Ford Foundation to the 
University of Rangoon for the establish-
ment of a social sciences library as a part 
of the University's new Faculty of Social 
Sciences. Within the established policies 
of the reorganized ALA the administra-
tion of this project devolves upon 
ACRL. 

Paul H. Bixler, librarian of Antioch 
College, Yellow Springs, Ohio, has been 
appointed library adviser for the Uni-
versity of Rangoon Social Sciences Li-
brary. He arrived in Burma August 11 
and will be there approximately two 
years. He is accompanied by his wife and 
his youngest son, Mark. 

"Recognizing that an adequate li-
brary," states the Memorandum of 
Agreement between the University of 
Rangoon and the American Library As-
sociation, "is essential for the system of 

instruction planned in the new Faculty 
[of Social Sciences], [the] University de-
sires to establish a modern, working li-
brary which would be a part of the Fac-
ulty." Mr. Bixler will work closely with 
University of Rangoon officials and fac-
ulty in the establishment of the library. 

Mr. Bixler will organize the library, 
advise on the selection of books and 
other materials, and provide in-service 
training for the Burmese staff. In the 
course of the project three professional 
members of the library's staff will be 
trained abroad. It is expected that ap-
proximately 9,000 books will be selected 
for the library. These will be added to 
approximately 16,000 already available 
for its collections. Mr. Bixler will direct 
also the purchase of equipment for the 
new library. He will receive logistic sup-
port from the headquarters office of 
ACRL. 

College Section 

To Administer Equipment Grant 

ALA has delegated to ACRL's College Libraries Section the administrat ion of a $5,000 
grant f rom Remington-Rand, a division of the Sperry R a n d Corporat ion, to be allotted 
in sub-grants on requests by four-year college libraries for s tandard library fu rn i tu re 
a n d equ ipment manufac tured by Library Bureau. Section Chai rman Edward C. Heintz, 
Librar ian, Kenyon College Library, Gambier , Ohio, will appo in t a committee to make 
the sub-grants. 

T h e grants will be administered in much the same fashion as ACRL's broader pro-
gram administered by its Foundat ion Grants Committee. Applicat ion forms will be 
mailed to eligible colleges dur ing September. 

Th i s is the third grant to ALA and A C R L by Remington-Rand . Previously the sub-
grants f rom Reming ton-Rand funds were awarded as par t of the work of the Founda-
tion Grants Committee. 
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
