A C Q U I S I T I O N S , G I F T S , C O L L E C T I O N S 

THE LIBRARY of the University of Cali-
fornia at Santa Barbara has received the 
original hand-written correspondence of 
Henry Clay and J o h n Randolph leading up 
to their duel on April 8, 1826, on the Vir-
ginia side of the Potomac River. T h e letters 
are a gift from Mrs. Randolph A. Hearst. 

Another gift to the library is the collection 
of geological publications from the late Wil-
liam S. W. Kew, chief geologist for Standard 
Oil Company of California for more than 
ten years, who specialized in invertebrate 
paleontology and exploratory petroleum ge-
ology. T h i s collection is housed in the gen-
eral library on the Santa Barbara campus, 
but will be moved to a science branch in the 
next few years. 

D A R T M O U T H C O L L E G E L I B R A R Y h a s r e -

ceived a gift of subantarctic literature and 
ethnographic material from Will iam E. 
Clark of Falmouth Foreside, Me., for the 
Stefansson Collection on arctic and polar 
regions. T h e material provides a record of 
two South American Indian tribes now ex-
tinct. It was collected by Col. Charles Wel-
lington Furlong, explorer, lecturer, and art-
ist, who lived and traveled with the Yaghan 
and Ona Indians of Patagonia and Tierra 
del Fuego more than fifty years ago. Included 
are notebooks, diaries, recordings, and early 
missionary writings, as well as photographs, 
lantern slides, and correspondence with other 
specialists in the region outside the Antarc-
tic Circle. 

FRANCIS BACON L I B R A R Y o f C l a r e m o n t , 

Calif., has acquired a valuable collection of 
sixteenth century Emblem books. French, 
German, Italian, and Dutch authors are in-
cluded. Over one hundred volumes in the 
S T C and 'Wing' periods have been acquired 
recently to augment the library's collections 
of English history and literature. 

U N I V E R S I T Y OF V E R M O N T L I B R A R Y , B u r l i n g -

ton, recently acquired twenty-five hundred 
books, pamphlets, and periodicals from the 
American Institute of Pacific Relations. T h i s 
collection of I P R and other publications of 
the 1930s and 1940's dealing with the his-

tory, economics, and politics of Southeast 
Asia and Oceania will strengthen Vermont's 
Program of Non-Western Studies. 

D U K E U N I V E R S I T Y L I B R A R Y , D u r h a m , N . C . , 

has received three new collections. A collec-
tion of Wesleyana and British Methodism, 
acquired from Frank Baker of the Duke 
Divinity School, contains 17,500 items. In-
cluded are basic literature of early Metho-
dist theology, doctrine, and administration; 
long runs of rare periodicals; rare tracts and 
ephemera; works on Methodist biography 
and local history; and hymnology of the 
eighteenth, nineteenth, and twentieth cen-
turies. 

A collection of books, pamphlets, and jour-
nals relating to the history and culture of 
the Isle of Man has been donated by Pro-
fessor Kenneth W . Clark, Duke Divinity 
School, who gathered the materials on a 
recent trip to the island. 

T h e private collection of the late Fred-
erick Darlington Wardle, former town clerk 
of Bath, England, has been acquired. In-
cluded are many important eighteenth and 
nineteenth century works about the popular 
resort area of Bath and of Somersetshire. 
T h e collection also contains almost all of the 
first editions of Wil l iam Morris (1834-1896), 
British poet, artist, and socialist; ninety-two 
Morris letters; many first editions of the 
works of Kipling and Robert Louis Steven-
son; and a large number of miscellaneous 
titles, including a copy of the Nuremberg 
Bible. 

D R . M A R G A R E T K N O X , h e a d o f t h e r e f e r -

ence and bibliography department, Univer-
sity of Florida Libraries, Gainesville, was in 
France for two months this fall, under the 
auspices of a Rockefeller grant, to search 
archival material in that country for docu-
ments pertaining to the history of Haiti , 
particularly the period 1790 to 1804. Per-
mission was sought to microfilm selected 
documents for the University of Florida Li-
braries. 

FRIEDSAM M E M O R I A L L I B R A R Y , S t . B o n a -

venture University, St. Bonaventure, N. Y., 
has received the 35,000th book from Dr. T . 
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Edward Hanley, Bradford, Pa. Dr . Hanley's 
benefactions span two decades, and include 
important works in fine arts, one hundred 
original paintings, etchings, l ithographs, and 
charcoals by n ineteenth century and con-
temporary artists. 

K N O X C O L L E G E h a s r e c e i v e d o n e o f t h e 

most complete collections of books and other 
materials compiled on the Civil W a r from 
R a y D. Smith and his son, Clifford H . Smith, 
of Chicago. Almost sixty years in the mak-
ing, the collection consists of eight thousand 
volumes, including four thousand books on 
the Civil W a r proper. T h e collection is gen-
eral, not specialized, and is oriented toward 
the military rather than the polit ical aspects 
of the war. A m o n g the historical materials 
are 900,000 index cards, a key to a complete 
set of forty years of the Confederate Veteran, 
a journa l published in Tennessee from 1892 
to 1952. T h e collection will eventually be 
housed in its own quarters at the library 
in Galesburg, 111. 

THE LIBRARY of Michigan State University, 
East Lansing, has recently added 6,700 books 
and three thousand pamphlets and reprints 
to its French holdings. T h e books, collected 
by M. Francois Bouvier, wealthy agronomist, 
cover every aspect of royal life in France. 
T h e y include classic studies of the French 
monarchs, informat ion on political, social, 
and literary relations, art and architecture 
of the royal palaces, and armorial works and 
books on heraldry from early sixteenth cen-
tury through the eighteenth. 

T U L A N E U N I V E R S I T Y L I B R A R Y h a s r e c e i v e d 

from Clarence E. Bonnet t , professor emeri-
tus of economics, his personal l ibrary con-
taining more than six thousand monographs, 
journa l files, pamphlets, and broadsides. 
Prominent in the collection, brought to-
gether during a period of more than fifty 
years, are materials on labor and industrial 
relations, with part icular emphasis on the 
history of employers' associations in the 
U n i t e d States. 

T H E U N I V E R S I T Y OF M I N N E S O T A L I B R A R Y 

has received original manuscripts relat ing to 
Paul Bunyan by their author, J a m e s Stevens, 
Seattle, Wash. T h e gift includes typescripts, 
handwrit ten drafts, and original letters from 
Stevens to literary personalities of the 1920s . 
I t will be added to the library's extensive 
Paul Bunyan collection. 

O H I O S T A T E U N I V E R S I T Y , C o l u m b u s , h a s 

completed its largest purchase to date of 
Russian and Slavic l i terature; approximately 
fifteen thousand volumes were acquired from 
a Melbourne , Fla. , book dealer. About half 
the newly acquired volumes were published 
before 1917 and much of the remainder dur-
ing the fifteen years following the revolu-
tion. T h e acquisition includes volumes on 
art, bibliography, classical l i terature, eco-
nomics, history, polit ical science, and reli-
gion. 

B U I L D I N G S 

AUBURN UNIVERSITY, f o r m e r l y A l a b a m a 
Polytechnic Insti tute, at Auburn, will have 
a new four-story l ibrary bui lding when con-
struction is completed in 1962. T h e plans 
include possible expansion to a fifth floor, 
so that the book capacity can be increased to 
1,250,000 volumes. 

T H E U N I V E R S I T Y OF CONNECTICUT a t S t o r r s 

recently received an appropriat ion of $1,-
675,000 from the state legislature to build a 
60,000-square-foot addition to the W i l b u r 
Cross Library. Eventual ly it will house 750,-
000 volumes and 1200 readers. Occupancy of 
the new structure is antic ipated for 1963. 

D U K E U N I V E R S I T Y , D u r h a m , N . C . , h a s r e -

ceived a gift of $1,000,000 from the Duke 
Endowment as the first instal lment of a 
fund of $4 ,500,000 needed for enlargement 
of the general library. 

C A R N E G I E I N S T I T U T E OF T E C H N O L O G Y , P i t t s -

burgh, recently dedicated a new building 
housing the H u n t L ibrary and the R a c h e l 
McMasters Mi l ler H u n t Botanica l Library. 
Each of these libraries, which are separate 
administrative units, has a special signifi-
cance in the world of scholarship: the H u n t 
Library makes it possible, for the first t ime 
in Carnegie T e c h ' s history, for all of the 
school's books and periodicals to be collected 
under one roof, easily available to students 
and faculty, while the H u n t Botanical Li-
brary, occupying the penthouse, will offer 
specialists a chance to study one of the most 
important collections of rare botanical books 
and prints in America. T h e building was 
financed from a gift of $2 ,800,000 given by 
Mr. and Mrs. R o y A. H u n t . 

MARYGROVE COLLEGE, D e t r o i t , M i c h . , h a s 
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received $25,000 from the Kresge Founda-
tion for a rare book room in the library 
addition now under construction. T h e room, 
to be dedicated to the memory of Daniel C. 
Fisher, former president of the S. S. Kresge 
Company, will contain many of the most 
valuable works from the college collection 
and will house a permanent display of the 
bookmaker's art through the centuries. T h e 
Marygrove library addition, to be completed 
in May 1962, will house 200,000 volumes. I t 
will include an instructional materials room, 
a 400-seat lecture hall, a room to house 
papal documents, and an enlarged area for 
processing books and using microfilms. 

A N E W LIBRARY BUILDING a t P a c i f i c C o l -
lege, Fresno, Calif., will be ready for occu-
pancy early in 1962. It will cover 10,000 
square feet, house 40,000 volumes, and seat 
125 students. Special facilities will be pro-
vided for microreproduction materials. T h e 
money for this $200,000 building was con-
tributed by two donors. 

GROUND W A S BROKEN i n O c t o b e r f o r t h e 
new $1,000,000 library being constructed for 
Tr in i ty College, Washington, D. C. Most of 
the money contributed for the building has 
been received from alumnae. 

G R A N T S 

T H E C O U N C I L ON L I B R A R Y R E S O U R C E S , INC. , 

has announced three new grants for investi-
gations in various areas of librarianship: 

A two-year contract of $125,100 has been 
awarded to Wil l iam J . Barrow of Richmond, 
Va., to establish and maintain a laboratory 
for research on problems of preserving 
books and other library materials. T h e new 
laboratory will be housed at the Virginia 
Historical Society, and will be concerned 
exclusively with council projects. Among 
topics that may be investigated are: per-
formance standards for library bookbinding; 
techniques for adhesive bookbinding for li-
brary use; use of a spray to deacidify books 
to retard deterioration; relationship of stor-
age conditions to natural aging of books; 
permanence/durability properties of coated 
papers; and performance/durability of mi-
crofilm and adequacy of existing criteria. 

A grant of $27,070 for construction of a 
model of a relatively inexpensive microfilm 
finder-reader system for library use has been 
made to the ALA Library Technology Pro-

ject. T h e work, under the supervision of 
Peter Scott, head of the Microreproduction 
Laboratory, Massachusetts Institute of Tech-
nology Libraries, will be carried out jointly 
by the Microreproduction Laboratory and 
Edgerton, Germeshausen & Grier, Inc., Bos-
ton. T h e purpose of the project is to make 
it possible for the reader to locate quickly 
any desired item on a roll of microfilm. T h e 
mechanism will be equipped with a strobos-
c o p e finding device so that the reader can 
observe an index continuously while the 
film is in rapid motion. 

T h e recently organized Books for the Peo-
ple Fund, Inc., has received a grant of $5,000 
for preliminary work on providing low-cost 
reading materials for Latin American chil-
dren, young people, and new literates in 
their own languages. T h e fund will select 
books for translation into Spanish and 
Portuguese, as well as those written by Latin 
American authors, utilizing mass production 
and mass distribution techniques. At the 
same time it will encourage the develop-
ment of school libraries. T h e grant will de-
fray expenses of assembling information, in-
cluding operating costs to establish a firm 
program. Preliminary investigation will be 
directed by Harold W . Bentley, Dean of 
Extension, University of Utah. 

M I S C E L L A N E O U S 

T H E LATEST WRINKLE i n i n t e r c a m p u s l i-
brary cooperation has been developed by 
librarians at the University of California, 
Santa Barbara, to expedite borrowing books 
from the Los Angeles campus. A student at 
the U C L A School of Library Service has 
been employed by the library at Santa Bar-
bara to assist in filling its interlibrary loan 
requests. Working at UCLA, he verifies refer-
ences, checks on the availability of items, 
and arranges for photocopying articles in 
noncirculating periodicals. 

MICROCARD EDITIONS, INC., wi l l give a M a r k 
VII Microcard Reader to any library pur-
chasing $10,000 worth of microcard publi-
cations within a given calendar year. T w o 
libraries (University of South Carolina, Co-
lumbia, and Western Michigan University, 
Kalamazoo) have already received readers 
under this plan, which is retroactive to 
January 1, 1960. T h e list price of the reader 
is $450.

J O H N W I L E Y 8C SONS, INC., a n d I n t e r s c i e n c e 

Publishers, Inc., have merged to establish 
one of the largest publishing houses devoted 
to the production of books and journals in 
natural and behavioral sciences, technology, 
and engineering. T h e firm operates under 
the name of J o h n Wiley 8c Sons, Inc., with 
offices at 440 Park Ave. South, New York 16. 

RALPH MCCOY, d i r e c t o r o f l i b r a r i e s a t 
Southern Illinois University, Carbondale, 
has been named the first recipient of an an-
nual leadership award recently initiated by 
the Illinois Library Association. McCoy has 
received a hand-lettered scroll and a check 
for $100. 

A T W O - M O N T H TRAVEL PROGRAM i n c o m p a r a -

tive library education is again to be spon-
sored by the State University of New York 
in cooperation with the Experiment in In-
ternational Living. T h e itinerary includes 
visits to libraries and historic places in Italy, 
Switzerland, Germany, France, and England, 
with a three-week stay in Switzerland, prob-
ably in the Zurich area. T h e program is lim-
ited to fifteen participants, who will depart 
by ship for a Mediterranean port in late J u n e 
or early July and return from London by 
plane in early September. Additional infor-
mation and a descriptive brochure may be 
obtained by writing the group leader: Dr.

Positive copies of the film will be made avail-
able for consultation at both universities. 

CLOSE SCHOLARLY TIES b e t w e e n C o r n e l l 
University, Ithaca, N. Y., and Iceland were 
emphasized in November by a display of 
rare books from the Fiske Icelandic Collec-
tion, as part of the celebration of the fiftieth 
anniversary of the founding of the Univer-
sity of Iceland. T h e 26,500-volume Icelandic 
Collection, surpassed in size only by the 
collections of Icelandic material in the Na-
tional Library of Iceland and in the Uni-
versity and Royal Libraries of Copenhagen, 
Denmark, is famous not only for the books 
it contains but also for the series of bibliog-
raphies of Icelandic materials compiled by 
Professor Halldor Hermannsson, its curator 
for 43 years.

It will be 
indexed by author, title, and subject. 

California State Publications; Manual For 
Acquisitioji, Processing, Use, 2d ed., con-
solidates information needed for the acqui-
sition, processing, and use of California state 
documents. Though the treatment is not ex-
haustive, the publication should be useful 
not only for the orientation of new staff 
members but also for reference by experi-
enced librarians.

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Grants Awarded by ACRL Committee 

GRANTS T O seventy-eight college and 
university libraries were made by 

the ACRL Grants Committee at its 
seventh annual meeting which was held 
at Cornell University during November 
1961. In addition to these awards the 
committee made three grants for research 
by individual scholars. 

Applications in the 1961 program were 
received from 348 college libraries. 
Awards could be made to less than one-
quarter of the applicants. Single grants 
average just over $481. Twenty-seven 
grants were made for books to support 
special projects including honors pro-
gram, foreign literature studies, settle-
ment in United States by Danish immi-
grants, and Civil War collections; eleven 
for books supporting area studies; seven 
for science books; six for LC catalogs and 
National Union catalogs; four for ref-
erence books; eight for periodical back 
files; eight for newspapers on microfilm; 
two for periodicals on microfilm; and five 
grants for equipment. 

The Grants Program this year was 
made possible by the following com-
panies and corporation foundations: Mc-
Graw-Hill Publishing Company; Micro-
card Foundation; Micro Photo, Inc.; 
National Biscuit Company; Olin Mathie-
son Chemical Corporation; Pitney-Bowes, 
Inc.; Reader's Digest; Time, Inc.; and 
United States Steel Foundation, Inc. 

In 1955 the ACRL Grants Program 
was initiated with a grant from the U. S. 
Steel Foundation of $30,000. The pro-
gram directs its attention to the general 
needs of all colleges and universities for 
developing their library collections, im-
proving the quality of library service to 
higher education through fundamental 
research in librarianship, and otherwise 
aiding in the best use of the most mod-
ern teaching and learning materials. For 
the past seven years these efforts have 

been directed chiefly to the libraries of 
private liberal arts colleges and univer-
sities. Over $285,000 has been distrib-
uted.

T h e ad hoc committee resulted from a report of the CNLA program committee last 
spring. T h e CNLA in its report said it can assume leadership to assign responsibilities in 
various areas of the profession and research projects in machine techniques with a view 
toward evaluation and analysis, in conjunction with current techniques. 
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
