ACQUISITIONS, G I F T S , C O L L E C T I O N S 

B O S T O N UNIVERSITY LIB R AR Y has been giv-
en a valuable collection of Lincoln letters, 
documents a n d related materials, number -
ing eighty-six items. Of special interest is 
an order to Genera l Winf ie ld Scott to sus-
p e n d the writ of habeas corpus. T h e donor 
is the H o n o r a b l e Edward C. Stone, a mem-
ber of the Massachusetts Senate a n d chair-
m a n of the Board of Trus tees of the univer-
sity. 

C O L U M B I A UNIVERSITY LIBRARIES have re-
ceived a gif t of 343 l i terary works, includ-
ing ninety rare and first edi t ions of R u d -
yard Kipl ing, as well as ten let ters—in ex-
cellent cond i t ion—by the no ted Brit ish au-
thor . O t he r first edi t ions in the collection 
are twenty of Mark T w a i n a n d twenty-five 
of E d n a St. Vincent Millay. T h e gif t was 
made by Mr. a n d Mrs. Soltan Engel of 
New York. 

T H E D E N V E R P U B L I C L I B R A R Y h a s a c q u i r e d 

the or iginal register of the Colorado Pio-
neer Society listing nearly 1,200 persons who 
came to Colorado pr io r to February 26, 
1861, the date it became a terri tory. T h e 
register gives name, b i r th date , h o m e town, 
da te of arrival in the gold regions, a n d da te 
of dea th . I t was the gif t of Mr . a n d Mrs. 
Ben jamin D r a p e r of San Francisco. 

T H E F R E E L I B R A R Y O F P H I L A D E L P H I A w a s 

the sole beneficiary of the $40,000 estate lef t 
by H e n r y Schwab who died early this year 
in the U.S. Naval H o m e in Phi lade lphia . 
Described as an avid reader on the verge 
of blindness, Schwab served thir ty years as 
a water t ender before re t i r ing f rom the Navy 
in 1937. His legacy, consisting largely of 
stocks a n d savings accounts, was lef t with-
out restrict ion. 

T H E LIBRARY OF CONGRESS h a s r e c e i v e d 
two groups of Chester A. A r t h u r manu-
scripts tha t increase its holdings of the 
twenty-first President 's papers five times. 
Five h u n d r e d items came f rom a grandson, 
Chester A. A r t h u r I I I of San Francisco, 
a n d twelve early letters were given by 
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Charles E. Fe inberg of Detroi t . Pr ior to 
these gifts, it had been believed that , ex-
cept for a small g roup of manuscr ip ts tha t 
came to the Library of Congress in 1925, 
A r t h u r had destroyed his papers the day 
before his death . These new acquisi t ions 
provide a basis for a substant ial b iography. 

T H E L O S ANGELES C O U N T Y L A W LIBRARY 

has ob ta ined an impor t an t collection of 
Cal i fornia Supreme Cour t briefs and tran-
scripts. T h e documents cover 542 cases 
heard between 1861 a n d 1867. Called the 
Shafter-Goold-Dwinelle collection, it is one 
of the few covering this per iod still ex tan t 
in the state. 

T H E PAPERS of J u d g e Al ton Brooks Park-
er have been presented to the Library of 
Congress by his widow, Mrs. Amelia C. 
Parker, a n d his g randdaugh te r , Mrs. Mary 
H . Oxho lm, bo th of New York City. Parker 
flourished at the t u rn of the century. H e 
was a justice of the New York Supreme 
Court , of the New York Cour t of Appeals , 
a n d chief justice of the Appe l la te Division 
of the State Supreme Cour t . In 1904 he 
was the Democrat ic Party nominee for Presi-
den t . T h e 6,000-item collection gives an 
in t imate p ic ture of political activity in New 
York State at a t ime when it domina t ed na-
t ional politics. 

A M A J O R COLLECTION of the work of Ar-
thu r R a c k h a m has been purchased by the 
Free Library of Phi ladelphia . Ga the red over 
a per iod of thirty-seven years by Mrs. Grace 
Haskel l of Al tadena , Calif., the 400-item col-
lection embraces all facets of the illustra-
tor's career f rom the publ ica t ion of his first 
book in 1893 to a volume publ ished in 1940, 
a year a f te r his death . 

T H E UNIVERSITY O F T E X A S L I B R A R Y h a s 

bough t the celebrated Bibliotheca Parson-
iana, 40,000 volumes a n d several thousand 
manuscr ip ts assembled d u r i n g 60 years by 
E. A. Parsons of New Orleans. T h e collec-
t ion includes Americana with emphasis on 
Louisiana, a dist inguished g roup of D a n t e 
materials, more than 500 research items cov-
er ing the per iod before 1500, a n d mater ials 
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on g raph ic arts a n d the history of communi -
cations, to n a m e b u t a few h igh points . 

W A S H I N G T O N UNIVERSITY LIBRARIES, S t . 
Louis, have received a $72,000 e n d o w m e n t 
f u n d to buy books in the field of engineer-
ing. T h e m o n e y was the beques t of Jessie 
L. W h i t m a n , a niece of W a l t W h i t m a n . 

BUILDINGS 
THE CITADEL, Char les ton , S.C., has an-

n o u n c e d the award of all cons t ruc t ion a n d 
e q u i p m e n t contracts for its new library-
m u s e u m which is scheduled fo r comple t ion 
early in 1960 at a cost in excess of one mil-
l ion dollars.

Even the 
wea ther cooperates 
in its briskness. I a m 
sure the same th ing 
is t rue on your cam-
pus. Cer ta in ly this 
spir i t mot iva tes the 
A C R L office in Chi-
cago a n d your com-
mit tees a n d sections, 
m a n y of which are 
off to a r u n n i n g start . 

Let 's look backward for a m o m e n t to San 
Francisco be fore we cite the possibili t ies 
ahead . I t was a most s t imula t ing confer-
ence a n d I can honest ly say tha t I have 
never en joyed a conven t ion city any more . 
T h e w o n d e r f u l food, the qua in tness of the 
town a n d its cosmopol i tan air cont r ived to 
make it an un fo rge t t ab l e exper ience . Don-
ald Coney a n d David H e r o n deserve ou r 
thanks for an excel lent j ob of p rog ram 
p l a n n i n g . 

A l t h o u g h a n n o u n c e m e n t s have been m a d e 
concern ing them, p e r h a p s it is well to men-
t ion again several ALA act ions taken at San 
Francisco which affect A C R L . Counci l de-
cided tha t n o genera l sessions or p rog ram 
meet ings are to be scheduled for Midwin te r , 
b u t a re to be p l a n n e d for the summer Gen-
eral Confe rence . T h i s a r r a n g e m e n t has its 
advantages . I t should m a k e it easier to get 
ou r essential business d o n e in J a n u a r y , sav-
ing the summer mee t ing for a concen t ra ted 
p rog ram of i n f o r m a t i o n a l a n d insp i ra t iona l 
sessions for the member sh ip . A n o t h e r deci-
sion, a n d this one is a cause of concern for 
some of o u r A C R L colleagues, places the re-
sponsibi l i ty fo r book selection in the hands 
of the type-of-activity divisions, a l t hough 
in i t i a t ion a n d review of projects rests wi th 
the type-of-library divisions. I t is difficult to 
be cer ta in how this a r r a n g e m e n t will work 
ou t u n t i l it has been tr ied, b u t I am hope-
fu l a n d opt imis t ic a b o u t it. If it does no t 

a p p e a r to be work ing well a f t e r a reason-
able pe r iod of ope ra t ion , we should no t be 
t imid a b o u t saying so. 

O n e f u r t h e r i tem f r o m the San Francisco 
Confe rence may be of interest . A t a meet-
ing of the A L A W a s h i n g t o n Confe rence 
Program Commi t t e e a suggestion was m a d e 
tha t divisions migh t be wil l ing to curtai l 
somewhat the i r own summer conference 
meet ings in favor of s t ronger Genera l Ses-
sions wi th universal appea l . Your represent-
at ive strongly opposed this suggestion, stat-
ing tha t the A C R L m e m b e r s h i p would in-
sist u p o n good p rograms in thei r own areas 
of interest . 

T u r n i n g now to some commit tees a n d 
projects , it is good to r epo r t tha t Pau l Bix-
ler arr ived in B u r m a Augus t 11 a n d is well 
sett led a n d h a r d at work establ ishing a so-
cial sciences l ibrary as an essential pa r t of 
the ins t ruc t iona l p rog ram of the new Fac-
ulty of Social Sciences of the Univers i ty of 
R a n g o o n . T h i s two-year p ro jec t is sup-
po r t ed by the Ford F o u n d a t i o n a n d admin-
istered by A C R L act ing for ALA. A n 
A C R L commi t tee will advise Mr . Bixler . 

T h e N o m i n a t i n g Commit tee , c h a i r m a n n e d 
by Stanley West , me t in San Francisco, fin-
ished its work in Sep tember a n d will pre-
sent its r epor t at the Board of Directors 
mee t ing in January . 

The i m p o r t a n t a n d p roduc t ive work of 
the F o u n d a t i o n Gran t s Commi t t e e is mov-
ing a long u n d e r the s t rong dr ive of Mrs. 
Doro thy Cros land, its p resen t cha i rman , w h o 
has m a d e a n u m b e r of contacts wi th foun-
da t ions since San Francisco. T h e commit tee 
meets again in late November . I feel tha t 
the f u t u r e po ten t i a l of this effort is tre-
mendous . 

T h e m e m b e r s h i p of the A C R L Commit -
tee on Na t iona l L ibra ry W e e k is in process 
of a p p o i n t m e n t a n d will have va luab le sug-
gestions to m a k e to J o h n R o b l i n g w h o 
again this year heads u p the na t iona l pro-
gram.

T h i s commit tee should be ful ly a p p o i n t e d 
by the t ime you read these words. 

R a l p h El lsworth has consented to serve 
as cha i rman of the ad hoc Commi t t ee to 
Exp lore the Re la t ionsh ip be tween the Law 
Libra ry a n d the Univers i ty Library . 

Al ton Keller 's A C R L Confe rence Pro-
g ram Commi t t ee repor ts a mee t ing held in 
Wash ing ton on Sep tember 25 wi th exci t ing 
possibilities for meetings, tours a n d f ree 
t ime. W e expect (and will receive) a fine 
p rog ram f rom this commit tee for ou r meet-
ings in the capi ta l city in J u n e . 

T h e Commi t t ee on Standards , Fel ix E. 
Hirsch, cha i rman, is ha rd at work revising 
its d r a f t of new college l ibrary s tandards 
in the light of va luable suggestions m a d e in 
San Francisco a n d expects to present a re-
vised d r a f t to the A C R L Board of Directors 
in J a n u a r y . 

As for section activities, the newly fo rmed 
R a r e Books Section is p l a n n i n g a pre-con-
ference seminar in Charlot tesvi l le in June . 
I t is also eager to a t t ract to its sectional 
m e m b e r s h i p those who work with a n d / o r 
who are deeply interes ted in ra re books a n d 
manuscr ip ts . I am greatly pleased a n d op-
timistic a b o u t this newest add i t ion to the 
A C R L sectional family. 

T h e Subject Specialists Section, enr iched 
by the recent inclusion of the humanis t s 
a n d the social scientists, is b r o a d e n i n g its 
p rogram to meet the needs of all its mem-
bers. T h e section has agreed u p o n its By-
laws, a n d p lans to publ i sh them shortly. 

T h e Universi ty Librar ies Section has a 
fo rmidab le array of wor thwhi le projects to 
work u p o n . 

I was grat if ied to note , as I h o p e you 
were, the passage by the Congress of the 
Na t iona l Defense Educa t ion Act of 1958, 
wi th an a p p r o p r i a t i o n of $900,000,000. 
A C R L a n d m a n y o the r educa t iona l organ-
izations suppor t ed this bill. 

I t now looks as t hough A C R L will be 
pe rmi t t ed to have a cons t i tu t ion as well as 
bylaws. T h e A L A Commi t t ee on Const i tu-
t ion a n d Bylaws is scheduled to presen t for 
adop t ion in Wash ing ton in June an amend-
m e n t to Art icle VI of the ALA Bylaws 
which relates to the ope ra t ion of divisions, 
which will p robab ly inc lude a s ta tement 
m a k i n g divisional const i tu t ions permissive. 

Finally, I wan t to say tha t A C R L is in a 
heal thy condi t ion . W i t h m a n y of o u r prob-
lems of reorganiza t ion b e h i n d us, we are 
now in a posi t ion to devote ou r m a j o r ef-
forts to a vigorous pursu i t of a mul t i face ted 
p rog ram designed to improve the services 
of college a n d research l ibrar ies .—Lewis C.

Education for Academic Librarianship 
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sound and creates barriers to an essential 
common understanding. 

Opportunities exist within profession-
al organizations for a closer contact of 
librarians and professional library educa-
tors. Both groups need to combine and 
correlate their experience, judgments, 
and ideas on recruitment, curriculum, 

placement, and planning. Cooperatively 
it would be possible to develop a more 
effective recruiting program and a supe-
rior educational program. Cooperatively 
it would be possible to develop proce-
dures for evaluating the performances of 
graduates on the job and using the re-
sulting data in more intelligent planning 
for the education of academic librarians. 
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
